Certainly,in that 
sense it will be one of the most Conserva­
tive governments that ever was formed.— 
The late Premier mnst evidently have been 
too dangerous a man for them, boasting of 
the* liberalffy of their measures, to sit with ; 
and the late Attorney General East must 
have been decidedly too liberal a man for 
them to sit down with. We know some­
thing of the antecedents of the Commis­
sioner of Crown Lands, and it is easy^to 
understand with what horror he must have 
regarded the too liberal ecclessiastical cor­
porations’ bill of that hon. gentleman. The 
new Attorney General is reputed to be very 
liberal, to be so liberal that he carried his 
liberalism to the verge of revolution. The 
definition he gave of himself is, perhaps, 
the best that can be adopted. He described 
himself as the bull-dog of the Administra­
tion. But on examination of the charac­
teristics of the new Attorney General, and 
assimilating them with those of the noble 
animal which he has chosen as his symbol, 
it wül be found that he really possesses 
that tenacity of grasp which is peculiar to 
the bull dog, except, perchance, when he 

pinched in the tail, but he is far from 
being like him in another respect—his bark 
is much worse than his bite. The leader­
ship of the Government is vested in the 
Attorney General West, and the House 
cannot forget some circumstances which 
have occurred during the present session, 
wnich ought to have some weight on the 
minds of the Government before they placed 
that gentleman in that distiguished posi­
tion. They must have remembered that a 
committee is now sitting to examine certajn 
charges made by him against the member 
for Lambton, and that the friends of the 
Attorney General themselves stated, when 
that committee wa-= appointed, that if it did 
not report against the member for Lamb- 
ton, the Attorney General West would be 
unworthy to hold a seat in this H^se.— 
That committee has not reported yet ; but 
he believes from what he has heard that 
there is not before that committee a shadow 
of proof of those charges. And what posi­
tion will the Attorney General stand in 
then, when he is likely to stand on his trial 
for one of the most outrageous breaches of 
decorum ever witnessed in Parliament ?—

of attention already in the numerous dis­
cussions on financial policy, on the tariff, 
and on a great variety of questions when he 
wa» expected, to enlighten the Hr use. If 
there is one thing for which the late Gov­
ernment and the present Government de­
serve credit, it is for their deference to pub­
lic opinion—the only instance in which

That the, plenipotentaries assembled in 
congress ..«Paris- cannot better respond t o 
the intentions by which their Governments 
are animated, than by seeking tc introduce 
into international relations fixed principles 
in this respect ;

The above mentioned plenipotentaries, 
being duly authorized; resolved to concert 
among themselves as to the means of at­
taining this object; and, having come to an 
agreement, have adopted the following 
solemffxleclaration :

1. Privateering is, and remains, abolish­
ed ;

2. The neutral flag covers enemy's 
goods, with the exception of contraband of 
war ;

3. Neutrai goods, with the exception of 
contraband of war, are not liable to capture 
under enemy’s flag ;

8. Blockades, in order to be binding, 
must be effective ; that is to say, maintain­
ed by a force sufficieut really to prevent 
access to the coast of the enemy/

The Government of the undersigned ple­
nipotentiaries engage to bring the present 
declaration to the knowledge of the States 
which have not taken part in the Congress, 
of Paris, and to invite them to accede to 
it.

Convinced that the maxims which they 
now proclaim cannot but be received with 
gratitude by the whole world, the under­
signed plenipotentiaries doubt not that the 
efforts of their Government to obtain the 
general adoption thereof will be erdwned

The 15th Article of the Treaty of Peace 

has caused a terrible panic among the hold­
ers of the shares bf the Danubian Steam 
Navigation Company. It is felt that the 
monopoly of the Danube by the Austrian 
Company must soon be at an end, and con­
sequently the shares have fallen 30fl. (£3) 
Within two or three days. The Vienna 
press does rot question the right of English 
and French steamers to. navigate the 
Danube, but it is inclined to fancy that the 
Austrian Steam Navigation Company, 
which has invested capital to the amount 
of 30,000,000fl. on the strength of its “ ex­
clusive patent,” can claim some kind of 
indemnification from the Austrian Govern­
ment.

A letter from Vienna, of the 27th ult., 
says :—

“Prince Petrulla, the, Neapolitan Am­
bassador, had a long conference with Count 
Buol yesterday, and afterwards had a pri­
vate audience of the Emperor. We learn 
that a note is shortly to be sent to Naples, 
in which his Majesty will be recommended, 
conformably to an arrangement entered 
into-at Paris, to effect such reforms as are 
rendered necessary by circumstances. A 
similar note will be sent to the Papal Gov­
ernment. It is said that these documents 
will be accompanied by autography letters 
addressed by the Emperor to tne King of 
Naples and to the Pope.”

THE INTEGRITY OF TURKEY.
Treaty between his Majesty, the Emperor 

of Austria, and the Emperor of the 
French, Guaranteeing the Independence 
and Integrity of the Ottoman Empire. 
The following treaty, which was signed 

at Paris on the 15th ult., and of which the 
ratifications were exchanged there on the 
20th, has been laid bfore Parliameat b\ 
command of her Majesty :—

Article I.—The nigh contracting parties 
guarantee, jointly and severally, the inde­
pendence and the integrity of the Ottoman 
Empire, recorded in the treaty concluded 
at Paris on the 30th ot March, 1856.

Article II.—Auy infraction of the stipu­
lations of the said treaty will be considered 
by the powers signing the present treaty as 
casus belli. They will come to an under­
standing with the Sublime Porte as to the 
measures which have become necessary, 
and will without delay . determine among 
themselves as to the employment of their 
military and naval forces.

Article II.—The present treaty shall be 
ratified, and the ratifications shall be 
exchanged in a fortnight.

In witness whereof the respective pleni­
potentiaries have signed the same, and 
nave affixed thereto the seal of. their arms. 
Done‘at Paris, the 15th day of April, 1856.

In these times of house-cleaning and

The oxyde and chloride effect 
an immediate combination, and form a kind 
m cement, smooth and polished as glass, 
and possessing all the advantages of oil 
paint, without its disadvantages Oi 
smell, &c. The inventor further suggests 
the employment of oxy-chloride of zinc as a 
paint for iron, and also to stop hollow teeth, 
for which its plasticity and subsequent 
hardness and impenetrability to the moist­
ure of the mouth, render it particularly 
suitable.
