HIS GRACE AT DIXIE:

Thursday last was a bright day in
tho calendar of tho parishionors of
Dixio. On that day somo eighty or
more of tho littlo ones of the parish
made their First Communion, and ro-
coived at tho samo time tho Sacrament
of Confirmation at the hands of His
Graco the Archbishop of Toronto. His
Graco was accompanied by the Rov.
Fathers McCann, V.G., and Walsh of
Our fady of Lourdes Amongst the
other olergymoen present in the Bano.
tunry wo noticed Rov. I'athers Cussidy,
Hand, Kelly and Trenoy, who wero
invited by tho Rov. Pastor, Fathor
Trayling, to meet tho Archbishop on
the ocession.

At tho closo of the 9 o'clock Mass,
which was ocelebrated by the Rov.
Pastor, the children received the Bread
of Lifo for tho first time. e could
not help admirng the littlo ones as
they thronged thoe altar railings with
lioly cagorness to partake of tho
Celestial  Food. Tho littlo boys,
with white rosettes, and the little
maidens with wreaths and veils and
flowors, seemed the vory picture of
virginal youth and purity as they pro-
oceded slowly up the mddle asle,
gravely conscious of that great act
which they were, for tho first time,
about to perform.

Such scenes are for us all living
garmons ; much moro impressive than
tho most vigorous orutory which
human lips can utter. They remind
us of our First Communion ; of that
day when, years ago, wo knelt at the
altar railings of tho village church,
along with so many others, and ro-
ceived from the palsied band of the
aged Pastor the Flesh of Him whose
sweetest words wero spoken of chil-
dren : ¢ Suffer the little ones to come
to Me.”

Afterwards his Grace examined the
children preparatory to administering
the Sacrament of Confirmation. The
intolligent answers which he received
elicited the approval of his Grace, who
warmly complimented the parents on
the knowledgo of the little ones, and
the Pastor on the earnest labors which
produced such good results.

At 11 o'clock®High Mass, coram
Dontifice, was chanted by Rev. Father
Treacy, the organ being presided over
by tho Rev. Pastor himself. After
Mass tho Archbishop, in animpressive
discourse, spoke of tho great necesaity
of the Sacrament in the lifo of the
Christian, and more particularly of
the one bo was about to administer—
the Sacrament of confirmation. Ho
spoke with energy of the grave dutiea
of Catliolic parents towards themselves,
their children and Almighty God. and
finally closed his instructious by allud.
ing to the fact that during his Episco-
pal career he has administered the
Total Abstinence pledge to over 60,-
000 boys whom he had previously eon
firmed. He asked the boys presant
to do likewiso—to pledgo themaelves
to abstain from all intoxicating liquocs
until they shall have arrived at the
age of twenty-one. This they did,
and with uplifted hands promised as
their Archbishop had commanded.
The large congregatfon then received
the Apostolical Benediction, aiter
which tho services were brought toa
closo.

We may remark, in conclusion, that
to our reporter everytlung in the par-
ish church of Dixie in the presbytery
betokens the clergyman of refined and
cultured taste, end it must have been
highly flattering to the Rev. Father
Trayling when from the Archbishop,
words of cordial and sincere approval
of the manner in which were conduct-
ed the various sarvices that attendod
his Grace's visit to Dixie.

Irish Women of Noto.

Tho throo graccs, ** Bperanzs, *
“ Mary” and * Eva,” who ponned such
oxquisito pootry for tho Nution of the
Young Irolaud era, might not bo appro
priately ranked, perhaps, amnong tho
Irishwcmon of to-day, but as two of
tho three aroatill alivo, thoy may merit
s paning notico in theso pagrs. It
was, wo boliove, tho Irte Colonol
Michaol Dobeny who bestowe? the
complimentary titlo on this trio of
Ivish Sapphos, whoso names wore Lady
Wilde, Mary Downing and Mrs. Kovin
Izod O'Doherty. Thexo throo singers
wore, 80 to sprak, children of that
intellectual rovolution siarted in 1843
through tho combined offects of Thomas
Davis and Charlea Gavan Dufly, which
croated an Irish litoraturo racy of the
goil, or in other words, intonsely na-
tional. Lady Wilde's maiden name
was Jano Francesea Elgee, Sho was
the daughtor of a Wexford Anglican
clergymun, but had passed most of her
girlhood'’s yesrs in Dublin, whero sho
contributed stirring articles in prose
wnd stonzas of cloquent poetry to tho
pagesof the Nationunder thopsucdonym
of John Fanshaw Ellia. The atylo of
theso offusions was so thoroughly
masculine that Duffy, the editor, had
an idea that tho author was a brond-
shoulderod, stalwart athlete, the
strength of whoso arm was on a par
with that of his pen. Imagine bis
surprise, thorefore, when on being
introdoced to bis hitherto personally
unknown Jcontributor, he saw before
him o tall, graceful, sylph like figure,
and a lovely face, whoge sweet violet
ayes looked into his with all that native
shyness peculiar to tho well-bred 1rish
girl. Sho was barely ninetcen at the
time, and yet sho was not only an ac-
complished writer, but an apt 'iaguist,
whoso knowledge extended over most
Contiventallangusges. Thencoforward
Miss Elges contributed some stirring
national lyrics to the Nation over the
pen-pame of * Speranza.” In addition
to this work, sho used to contribute
cditorials to that journal, ono of which,
entitled ¢ Tho Die is Oaat,” writton in
the hot, fiery atmosphere of ¢ 48, when
the air was rife with robellion, caused
the arrest and imprisonment of Dufly
and the suppression of the Nation.
When the ircriminated articlo was

produced against the editor in the |

Green street court house, * Speranza”
stcod up behind the bar and heroically
avowed its authorsbip. Dufly was re-
lcased from prison after thres trials—
none of the juries having agreed to
convict bim. In the early fifties Miss
Elzee married thofawnousIrishoptician,
Dr., afterward Sir William Wilde, who
wag alzo a Gaelic scholar and a dis-
tinguisbed antiquerian, Lady Wilde's
present howe is in London, where the
artistic and litorary e/ite of the big city
aszomble at her weekly receptions.
She is, as our readers are probably
aware, the mothor of Oscar O'Flaherty
Wilde, the well known esthote and
dramatist,

 Mary,” of the Nation, was Mary
Downiog, a native of Qork, who in
1848 wrote so energetically of tho
* pathos of a pike head and the logic
of a blow” in the pages of that news-
popar. Sho was a fiery patriot in the
carly years of her life. Jilted—so the
story goes—by another of the Nation's
poets, sho retired from the world aftor
tho cataclysm of Ballingarry to a con-
vent, whero she devoted herself to tho
composition of religious verse, a colleo-
tion of which was publishod some yesrs
ago under the auspices of the late Dr,
Leahy, Bishop of Dromore. Sister
Mary passed away in the order of
sanotity from this life towards the close
of the sixties.

More fortunate in her choice of a
lover, Miss Kelly, tho * Eva” of the
Nation, became, in 1848, the fianceo of
a medical studont, Kovin Izod O'Doher-
ty, ono of tho Young Irelanders who
was gentenced in that year to a long
term of penal servitnde on tho chargo

of high troason. O'Dohorty, beforo
entering his convict's coll, wished to
releano tho pootoss from hor promiee,
but gho rofused oxclaimiog, I would
wait an otornlty for you, Kovin!”
Miss Kolly was truo to hor word. OUn
his roleaso, sovoral yoars afterward,
thoy wore quiotly marricd aud pro-
coeded to Australin, whero she hay
sinco rosided with hor husband, wl.xo
enjoys an extensive medical practico in
that colony. *Eva's” pootry was
rathor of an cffoctivo and activo than
of a contomplative order—hor mission
in '48 boing to srouso hor follow
countrymon ﬁy song to @ knowledgo of
thoir national rights and privileges.—

Skotch of Hou. W, Marty.

Hon. Wm, Harty was born on Morch
8th, 1847, in tho Township of Bid-
dulpb, in the county of Middlesox., Ho
is tho son of John Harty and Elizaboth
Heenan, both natives of tho County of
Tipporary and pioncors of the Town.
2bip of Biddulph., Tho Commissioner
of Public Works (Wm, Hurty) received
his primary education at the Obristion
Brothers’ School in Kingston,'and com-
ploted his atudios at Regiopolis College
when that onco famous institulion was
under the directorshipof thelutolament-
ed ltov. Fathor Stafford, of Lindsay, and
Right Rov. John O'Brien, oftorwards
Bishop of Kingston. Mr. Harty has
always been an active momber of tho
Board of Trade sinco he joined it in
1870. Ho was President of the Board
during 1872 and 1874, and a delegate
to tho Dominion Board of Trade dur-
ing the same years. He attended tho
summer secesion of the latter board
when held in August, 1874, in St. Jobhn
N. B,, to consider the basis of the re-
ciprocity negotisted by the Hon.
George Brown with the United State
Commission appointed for tbe purpose.
He was a partaser in the wholesale
grocery firm of James Harty & Co. for
a time, and upon the death of tho senior
member in Novomber, 1868, hosucceed-
ed to the complete control of the busi-
ness and carried on the samo alone un-
til January, 1878, whea ho retired sell-
ing out to his brother-in-law, O. Ber-
mingham. Mr. Hartly was a director
of the K. & P. R, and a member of the
executive committee of the Board {rom
the dateof its reorganization in January
1875, uatil 1879, when ho retired. In
politics, too, Mr. Harty has taken an
active part. He has bgen a member
of the Reform A ociation since 1872
was President of tust body during the
yeara 1879, 1880 and 1881, and upon
his retirement was elected an lionorary
President, which position ke still holds.
lo January, 1879, he was elected an
Alderman to represent Sydenham ward
in the City Oouncil ; was rc-elected in
1880 by acclamation, but retired in
1881. He war presented with a re-
quigition in 1885, from the ratepayers
of tho same ward, asking that ho would
represent them again ; and according to
the request he was. elected to the head
of tho poll, and was in 1856 re-elccted
by scclamation. He served several
other terme. In religion Mr. Hartyis
a Oatholic, having been born in that
faith. 1le is a most liberal and gener-
ous adherent. He married on tho 4th
October, 1870, Catharino Mary, daugh-
ter of Jomes Bermingbam, of Ottawa
who died in 1889. His family com-
prices two sons and ono daughter. Mr.
Harty took an activeinterest in organ-
izing the company who are present
ownors of the Cansdian Locomotivo
and Engine Works, over which ho was
manager for several yonrs.

Soms years ago ho accepted the gen
cral managorship of the Equitable Lifo
Yusurance Qompany and removed to
Toronto. On that occasion his King-

.ston friends presented him with a gold

watch, In 1891 ho retired and aiter
several months disopgagemont returned
to this city to reside. He was clcoted
to tho Ontario Legislatuaro Feb, 23rd,
1892.—Canadian Freeman.

ple, and from all political offices in tho
government of this Province,

8. And, whereas, gush conduct is
contrary to the teaching of Christ, who
enjoing on us to do as wo would bo
done by, and, therefore, is unchristian,

4. And, wherens, as such course of
action tends to deprive the country of
the services of ablo and trustworthy
publio officers.

6. And, whereas, Catholics as o
body have, in the history of this coun.
try, shown themgelves fair and disin.
terested in the treatment of their fel.
low Christians of other forms of bolief,

Theroforo the following resolutions
weore unanimously passed :

1. Moved by John Tansoy, seconded
by F. D. Pepin, ** That the principles
and actions of the P. P. A. aro both
unchristian and unpatriotic and do-
gerving of the condemnation of all
upright and honorable men.”

2. Moved by DMedard Framont,
geconded by Edward Ryan, ¢ That
Catholics have cver been ready in
defence of their country and in up-
bolding of lawfully established gov-
ernment."’

8. Moved by James Jones, seconded
by Paul Cote, ¢ That all loyal subjects
of ber Gracious Majesty the Queen
are entitled to treatment on terms of
perfect equality in matters affecting
their civil and religious rights and
liberties.”

4. Moved by Alphonse Metivier, see-
onded by Theodore Routhicr, * That
the aiders and abettors of the P. P. A.
are uaworthy of the continuance and
support of Catholics.”

5. Moved by Oliver Tenvile, second.
ed by Piere Burdeleau, ** That in the
exareise of our franchise wo will refuse
our votes to candidates for legislative
honors who do not distinctly and
unresorvedly disown and repudiato
all sympathy with that association
known as the P. P. A. and we also
heartily agree with Tue Carionto
REagister, Catholic Record, North IWVest
Rericw, La Peritee of Quebec, Toronto
Globe and other liberal minded nows-
papers of this countiry in the noble
stand they have taken in exposing
that secret society known as the
P.P. A
