CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS
ON1ARIO,

The unanimity of manufacturers is
doing much to kecp the white pine
lumber market firm. Ilere and there
weak spots are to be found, but the
activn of the larg: mwanufacturers in
refusing to yield to any demand for
lower prices has made it almost im-
possible fou the market gencrally to
wenken.  Purchases of lumber have
been made in exceptional cases at re-
duced prices, the reason for which has
been the necessity of the holder to
realize rather than a fear that a high-
er price could not be obtmined if he
were to hold on uutil later in the
scason. By comparison, 1t scems that
prices of white pine lumhber are higher
in Ontario than in the producing dis-
tricts of the United States. For in-
stance, 2x12 in 16-foot lengths is sell-
ing at Duluth for $14, whereas some

“lhiinufacturers on the Georgian Bay
arc asking $15 for this class of stock.
Iuch mill culls range from $11 to $12
at the mills, according to the stand-
ard of grading ‘adopted by the menu-
facturer Csod lumber and mill culls
arc more enquired for than the com-
mon grades. A Gceorgian Bay manu-
facturer reports that sales this year
have been 35 per cent. more than for
the s :ae period of last year, and that
better prices have been ohtained. The
mills in that district ave finding a
market for their stock in the United
States. Hemlock lumber is in excep-
tionally goad demand, and is stronger
than it has been for years, bringing
from $12 to $14 per thonsand Reports
regarding the hardwood demand are
rather contradictory, but the opinion
seems to be that the demand is ex
panding. Basswood is much sought
after, and orders for maple are being
placed more {reely. We would not be
surprised if the fall months should
witness a brisk demand for hardwood
humber, as the stocks of consumers
will by that time have been greatly
reduced. Further, the hardwood man-
ufacturers arc likely to take out a
still smaller quantity of logs during
the coming winter than was taven out
last scason.

QUERBEC AND NEW RBRUNSWICK.

Several manufacturers in the cast-
ern provinces report an active demand
for piné boards and spruce and pinc
box shooks, but European specifica-
tions arc dull and prices comparative-
ly weak. White pinc and spruce suit-
able for the West Yndics, South Amer-

ican and other tropical countrics, are
being purchased quite frecly, and the
bulk of the stock to be cut for thkese
markets this scason has already been
contracted for, while buyers are still
in the market A steady trade is
doing for local account and for ship-
ment to the Eastern States, where
bourds and frames arc scarce. Cedar
shingles are firmer and are referred to
at greater length in another column.
The latest news from the Upper St.
John river is more satisfuctory with
respect to the lumber drives. Most of
the logs that were hung up have
rcached corporation limits, but the
driving this year has been expensive
and will compel manufacturers to get
pretty high prices for their lumber in
order to avoid a loss.

UNITED STATES.

The white pine market in the Lake
Superior district secms to be getting
stronger each day. A statement has
been compiled by the Mississippi Val-
ley Lumbermen's Association showing
that the shipments by scventy-four of
the leading white pine concerns of
Wiscogsin and Blinnesota for the first
six months of this year were 1,104,~
«05,911 feet, an intrease of 200,000,000
feet over the corresponding period lest
year. This large trade has maturzally
been conducive of higher prices, and
at the present there is every indica-
tion of a strong market throughaut
the scason. At ILake Superior buyers
are now offcring $14 for 2x12, in
lengths from 12 to 16 fect. The only
weakness pertains to No. 4 and No. 5
boards, the stock of which is heavier
than of the other grades. At castern
distributing centres the volume of
business has heen restricted by hot
weather, but inquiry continucs as
brisk as at any tunc witln the past
two months. Prices are firm all along
the line. In the Saginaw valley. log
run is held at $18 to $22, box lumber
at §15 to $16, and mill culls at $12.
Very little Norway is offering, quota-

tions being $13 and upwards. The
hardwood snarket shows little im-
provement, Somec lumber is being

purchased, but there is no sctivity.
The lower grades of white oak are
weakér, as is also thick maple. A
scarcity of shingles and lath is re-
ported from Buffalo.

GREAT BRITAIN.

The yecar 1901, up to the present,
has been onc of dullness in the timber
tradc of Great RBritain, and the situa-
tion now is somcwhat perplexing ;
