Gee. “He i, writes one¢ nuthority, “a man of
blameless character, sincerely religious, well-versed
fn Church matters and of moderate opinions.’
“They give hin credit,” says snother, *for a deep
Lknowledge of the world and great deaterity in the
management of affairs.” Sighor Bonghl, in his
book. “Pio Nono,ed il Papa Fujuro," first pub~
lished in 1872 and reproduced last November, in-
cinded Cardinal Pececi in his liet of seven Papadili
or pergsons englble for the Papacy, and characteriaed
him as * one of the mnost elevated minds and one of
the moat even tempers in the Sacren College.”

The name of Leo taken by the new Pope, recalls
some of the most eventful and glorious days in the
history of thu Papacy. At least five of the twelve
Popis who have borne the names made themselves
famous among the rulers of the Holy See. Leo I.,
caunchized and surnamed the Great, who occuplsd
the Papal chair from 440 to 461, appeased a
quarrel between Actiusnnd Albinus which threaten-
ed to leave Gaul and Italy exposed to the barbar-
ians, saved Rome from Attils, persuading “the
Scourge of God” to retire with a ransom, and made
Genseric and his Vandalsagres that in the sack of
Bome thiee of its churches should be spared and
the lives of nll its citizens, The same great Pon-
tiff restored discipline and harmony among the
African churches, annulled the fraudulent episcopal
slectlons of Gaul and enforced celibacy upon the
clergy. Leo 1II, also canonized, Pope from 795 to
816, founded many of the finest or the Roman
churches, crowned Charlemagne Emperor of the
West, and gave to the Church the solemn services
