Dy, Dec. 28.—The Irich State trials be-
gau to-day ip the Court of Queen’s Bench. At
n very early hour in the murning crowds be-
gan to gather around the Four Courts. Palice
were stationed at all the gates and entrauces,

and allowed none to pass except on business.
‘| The Judges tcok their sents shortly Lefors 10
o'clock. Mr. Parnell and the other Traver-
sers cntered the Court at a quarter befure
eleven, accompanied by the Lord Mayor of
Dublin. The latter followed the example of
one of Lis predecessors at the O'Connell trial

and wore the insignia of bis office.
Mr, V. B. Dillon, solivitor for the
Traversers, accosted the architect of

the Board of Works, who had charge of the
court arrangements, and demanded why the
public bad been shut oui till ten minuates be-
fors the opening of the doors, snd why the
court was packed with friends of the Gov-
Lernment.  'I'he architect, almost tremulously,
replied: « The doors shall be opened soon.”
In one of the galleries are the faces of the
veteran Q'Gorman Mahon and fourteen other
members of Parliament giviog countenaace
by their presence to the cause of Parncll.
Messrs, Michael Davitt, James T, O'Kelly,
T, P. OConnor, and other me:mbers and
friends of the Lengue, entered into the gal-
lery, and by cleven o'clock the little room
was crowded, the floor being covered by the
tarristers and connsel on either side aud the
Traversers sitting around a long tuble ranged
before the Bench. Soon ufter eleven o'clock
Chief Justice May, Mr. Justice Fitzgerald,
hnd NMr. Justice Barry entered the court,
wnd the Chiet Justice proceeded to read a
statement, that, in consequence of the bitter
comments which had been mnde on the
udgment he delivared a few wecks uxo,
he thought it botter to withdraw frum
be case.

their tendencies, that he believed the land to
be no less common property than were the
sun and air, The burthen of the Attorney-
Gencral’s address seemed to be an vndeavor
to connect Mr. Purnell with the less
cautious utterances of the  younger
aud rasher members of the League. He
said that the objcct of the conspiracy
in which the Traversers were engeged wos
to cause the social excommunication of a
number of per-oas and to make their lives
not worth the haviug. He pointed to the
absurdity of the iden of parceling out Ir¢land
amang a population of 5,000,000, which would
only add to the misery of the unfortunate
country. He severely condemuped the policy
of tue Land League, which he said advocated
freedom, yel brought all its power to bear in
the coercion of private individunls. The
Government he said were Lound to institute
proceedings e put down this wicked agitation,
When the Altorney-General seemed to have
just warmed to his work the clock struck four
and the Court rose.

M:. Parnell quietly turned to go and when
he ewerged iuto the rotunda of the Four
Courts a great cheer hurst from the crowd,
which swayed after him, as, with the other
Traversers, he made bis way to a passage on
the side street to avoid the multitude which
bad gatbered in front of the Court. The
streots for seversl hundred yawds were
blocked with people. Thousands were
awniting the coming of the Traversers uan-
daunted by the heavy rain and the thick
darknese, aud careless of the mounted police,
who in driving thewm Lack scattered showers of
mud in every directipn, while cheer after cheer
srose with alterpate groan and yull as the
various personages who left the Court were
supposed to be for the peoplo or for the Gov-
ernment.

Deaeiyy Dee. 28.—The Land League pise-
fess fo have information of a deep laid [and-
lord plot to cxcite the laborers against the
farmers.

It is etated that the Land League leaders
bave all along exerted, and will continue to
exert their influence, to preserve the peace in
Dublin during the triale.

A serinus collision occurred last nizht
between saldiers stationed at Wesport, Muyo,
and the civilians of that place. 1n the affray
mavy of the preople wers wounded. The
military with fixed bayonets paraded the
strects apd created great excitement among
the population. As soon 23 news of the
affufr reached Custlebar, which js ten miles
porth-west of Westport, the drageons station-
ed there were ordered to saddle their horses
snd be ready for any emergency.

Duneis, Dec. 29,.—1f the first duy of the
Stats trials was dull, the secoud was stupify-
ing. The Atteruey-Ueneral bns been ambling
on in a helpless sort ot way. It he bas any
object it must be addressed to the Eaglish
public and not the jury. The verdict of the
latter is thought to be a foregouns couclusion,
but the address may have svme effect in Hog-
land. Mr Law, the Attorney-Generzl, is an
uninteresting speaker, witheut a spark of

brilliancy. He 1is about sixty years
old, tall, very thin, and with a Jewish
cast of face. He twears great steel

rimmed spectacles, his sido whiskers are
carefully combed and his appearance is ex-
ceedingly spruce. He speaks in a dry, barsh
tone, and loses the thread ot his argument
every ton minutes, when six or eight wigged
heads of the crown lawyers come together
10 look for some rissing paper, or to bunt up
a speech which the Attorney General wizhes
10 quote. His task i8 u trying one, for his
argminents are aged and well worn, and he
krows that no amount of repetition will con-
vince tome of the members of the jury. Mr.
Macdonough’s speech for the defence willmeed

more ingenuity, for he will have to
advocate the methods of the League
in legal language, und this will Dbe

somewhat difficuit. Astbe Attorney-General

proceeded, the andience looked ag though

they were bored by the everlusting quotation

of uld speeches long sioce forgolten. Lvery

speech ever delivered by McNully was quoted,

while ¥c. Parnoll and the other leaders were

ignored. But in order that the jury might
connect the latter with the wain object, the
Giown Officer began by explaining the law

bearing upon the constitution ot any associa-

ticn, political or otherwise. In all
that Mr. Law had to say, Alr.

McNslly seemed to be singled out as

the most important of the Traversers.

All of his wild speeches about lead pills,
dynamite, gunpowder and lord-killing were
quoted to satiety. He was also character-
ized as o paid agent. It will be proven by
the defence that not only was he not a paid

agent, but that hé was not a member of the
League at all. He is a great geod-uatured

fellow, quite a character in Mays. He loves
ths bottle, and under its influence will utter
apy sentiment or commit any act. He made
hig way past the sentinels inio DBoycott's
camp during the siege of Lough Mask, and
was summarily ejocted. Ho shook haunds
with Captain Boycott on hiz departure,
though he had done much to instigate the
peaple against him. He would go upon the
Bench nod cccupy the Chief Justice's vacant
place it anybody gave him the bint to do so.
He is, in fact, the Lutt of the League, and has
been simply tolerated at the meetings he
nttended. It in, therefore, o mistake to sad-
dle his spesches on the more earnest members
of the orgauization, The Attorney-Goneral
made a good polnt in showing that none of
the Traversers but Mr, Parnetl had any stake
whatever in the laud, HBe characterized Mr.
Dillon as a medical man, Mr. Biggar as a pro-
vision morchant, Mr, Egan as a shopkeeper,
Mr. Sheridan as a oar-driver, Mr.
Sullivan as %ol the Natien,” Mr.
lloynton, the son of o shopkeeper, Mr.
Irennan, -as. o clerk, bofore he fouad his
present more profitable job; Mr, O'Sullivan,
ss a school master, Mr. Gordon, as ashoe-
waker Mr. Walsh, as o commercial travellar,
atid Me, McNully, ss 4 nothing? The latter
churactevisntion enused much Ianghternmor g
Moo MeNaiiy's follow Tiaversers.  [tis more
probaile howoever, that the snems directed
ngninet tracdvoauen will bave quite & contry

effect with a jury whick is composed mainly
of trudesmen. Nor are the other points made
by the Attorney-General likely to prove
very efficacious in this quarter.  The extracts
from so many speeches could only be found
coufusing. Onecextract used by the spenker
three times to-day under different headings,
cerluinly did not produce much impression
onthe Traversers, who smiled at the con-
structions that were put on their utterances,
and exchanged contemptuous glances. When
the Court rose at balf-past three, Mr. Law
Leing fatigued, his address was still unfinished,
and may voll on for ever at its present
rate. There wns no crush in Court.
The crowd outside was smaller than
yesterday, but it lustily cheered Mr. Parnell
whenever he skowed himself. Judge Fitz—-
gerald has already received a great batch of
threatening letters. They arrive by every
mail. Oce of the jury is an ex-member of
the Fenian Brotherhood. It would be a mis-
take to eny that there is uny excitement
generally in Dublin. Everybody is interested,
but thers is none of tha excitement that was
seen in O'Connell’s time. The crowd iwas
very small in thie vicinity of the Courts when
they closed.

Loxpox, Dec. 20.—A Dublin correspondent
#nys the military authorities arc ndopting ex-
traordinary precautions, aud the extensive
churacter of the arrangements appears to in-
dicate grave apprehensions of imminent
danger. All troops are confined to their bar-
racks, guards and pickets have been aug-
mented, and entrenching tools and lanterns
have been served out for the use patrols in
tho event of gus being cut off from any of the
barrachs, There are row here 250 oflicers,
6,000 men, 1,000 horseg, aud 14 guns—ihe
flower of the British army, besldes sfrony
bodies of coustabulary. A magisterial in-
vesligetion is going on at Limerick into the
conduct of a corpors: of the urmy, who was
arrested for illegal drilling.

Loxpoy, Dec, 20.—The correspondent of
the Times 2t Dublin says the first dzy of the
State trials has been remarkably only for
gloom and dulness. Those who expected
that the city would be full of excvitement,
that thousands would assemble in the streets,
and that the Court would be besivzed by an
vager mullitude clamoring for afmission,
were sadly disappointed. There has uot
been the slightest manifestativn of public
feeling beyond the gathering of abont two
hundred persons of the lowest classes on the
fquay near the Courtz. The absence of any
sympathy with the causy or interest in the
proceedings on the part of thu respectable
citizens was very sizniticant, npd presented

a very striking contrast,

The Stanlurd states that o forther despatch
of {roops to Irdand is probable.  The
Admiralty request the War Office to arrange
for the relief of the marines on rervice in
Ireland, as the dotention of so many marines
there causes great inconvenivncy to the navy.

Depety, Dec, 30.—In the State trials the
Attorney General resurned his opening state-
ment in the Court this morning. 11is address
will probakly occupy the entiro day. The
Attorney General’s voice was very weak, snd
his epeech was not us efleclive as wus ox-
pected. When the Court adjourned crowds
cheured Parnell and the other defendants, but
publie interest in the case seemed to bo mis-
ring. Very little or nothing of drumatic
character has thus fur occurred in connection
with it.

Deawiy, Dee, 20.—Three men have been
arrested at Clonbur for complicity in tbe
murder of Lord Mouutmorris.

It is reported that the defence in the State

trials propuses to call several Kaghsh
cflicinls, nnd hnve them testify ta the churac-
ter of political meetings lately beld in Eng-
land, at which the utterances of the &peakers
were miich more hostile to the Government
than that of Parpell aud the other
indicted leaders. It is nnpounced that
the law officers of the Urown will strenuously
oppose this conrse.
Dusniy, Dec. 30.—Fresh cases of boycott-
ing aro continually reported froin Ireland,
There was a large meeting at Cranghwell,
County Galway, on Wednesday niyht, to pro-
test against the Stute prosecutions.

The News, discussing the coming session of
Parliament, says :—« A Coercion 15ill must he
passed first, and o Land Bill second. We
helieve, when tho uxplouations of the Minis-
ters are beard, it will be found that no cfforts
have Leen spared to make the existing laws
sufficient for Ireland.”

The proceedings at the State trials excite
little interest., 'The 'I'raversers straggled
into the court this morning, Parnell arriving
an hour after the opening. The proceedings
were delnyed half an hour by want of the
punctuality of a jury man. Justice Fitz-
gueald infurmed him that he would be fined
£100 if the offence was rtepeated. The
Attorney-General continued his speech. He
dealt with the speeches of Dillon, Biggar,
Sultivan and Brenuan, advising the peoplo to
pay only Griffith's valuation, and declared
that the Traversers bad conspired to inau-
gurate R-d Republicanism.

Mr, Law completed the rending of 27 ex-
tracts from the speeches of the Travers-
ers, showing that they ail counselled people
to withliold thelr rents. He then quoted
jndgments of Chief-Justice Cockburn, to the
sffect that conspiracy was the act oftwo or
wmore persons combining to injure a third
party, and that it was not necessary that acts
done should be criminal. A mere combina-
tion to affect civil liberty would come within
the law. He wished to read the opinion of
Danioel 0'Connell on the proposed atrike of
farmers agaiost tho Rent Roll, but this was not
altowed by the Court. Law proceeded toex-
plain the punishments which the Traversera
advocnted for those who took evicted farms,
and daclared that one of the Traversers

kad been contiaued in his post ae a paid
npent of the Land Lesgue after having held
persons up by nnme tn public execration and
murder,  Ho dwelt with much effest wpon
the paint that the Truversers hnd - ulven
pronnnesea {0 n ktalvment that if 30,000
persons wete envelled In thy Ll Lengne,

Law's speech was not concluded when the
Court rose.

A Tenn+i Right mweeling, under Liberal
auspices, was held at Kilrea, Courty London-
derry, to-day. A thousand persons wera pre-
sent. Lesolutions were passed in favor of
an equitable suttlemeont of the land question.

A large oumber of Constables and Govern-
ment reporters who took notes at meetings
of the Land League are in attendance at the
trial. A barrister has been sent to the Waest
of Ireland on behalf of the Traversers to col-
lect evidence fer the defence.

Webyestvry, Dec. 30.—A marn named
Patrick Hennelly Las beeu arrested at Tipton,
charged with the murder of Lord Mount-
morres in September last, It is said that
Hennelly's description also auswers that ot
the man who recently shot an Irish Inborer
near Birmingham, it is supposed in compli-
ancoe with the order of a secret society. 1lun-
nelly is the son of a butcher at Clonbar, near
the scene of the murder of Lotd Mount-
morrea,

It is denicd that the Pope has wrilten to
the Irish Bishops regarding the condition of
Ireland, his position precludiog bim from
interference in politics or internal affairs of
a forelgn nation.

Duruiy, IDec. 30.—Beveral tenant right
meetings have been held in Ulster,

Druuty, Dec. 30.—It is statod that Hen-
nelly, who was arrested, charged with the
murder of Lord Mounumorres, has also been
identified o the Solibul murderer.

Drnuw, Dee. 39.—Mr. Law's tlow of ora-
tory to.day was more tedious than on the
first day. The jury yawned, the Judges
looked bored,and wany of the nudience left-
from timo totime, weary of the constunt re-
petition of legal argument. Only once did
the Atiorney-Gereral rise to the possibilities
of the occasion.  Ile was commenting on a
violent and threatening speech of ane of the
Traversers, and stretehed hiwmzel to his full
Leight as he cricd, in vasniag and theilling
tones, and lookipg at the jury with piercing
eyes: « Gentlemen, what does this mean bnt
murder! murder ! murder!

ten suppers, 8 detachment of the army ser-
viee corps, a detachment of the horpital
corps, aud an awbulance wagon. Three
thourand soldiers are now stationed in Dnb.
lin. 'he barmck accommodation in the
conntry is insuflicient for the increased num-
her of soldiers and tempornry barracks will
therefore be fitted up at Rathkeale, Conaty
Limerick, and Funistymono, County Clare,
for detnchments of fafantry, each comprising
two oflictrs and fifty men. Another detach-
meunt will be scot to Loughrea, County Gal-
way,as sogn as quarters for them are pro.
vided.
Drins, Dec. 31.—The Attorney-Gencral,
Mr. Law, resumed his address to tho jary
this morning, rpeakiog an hour, and concludud
with: a forcible peroration. He hoped the
jnry would be true to their consciences, nnd
return a verdict sutisfactory to the country.
« Disorder,” he said,* must be put down, no
matter at what cost.” As he resumed his
Aeat there wns no mauifestation of any kind.
The Government short-hand veporter was
then placed in the witness box, to read notes
muade at public meetings held by Truversers.
A despatch from Dublin to the 7imrs says
there uresbout twenty Land Lergue moetings
to be held on Sunday next, but it is arranged
that nope of the Traversers shall participate
in them, nor does Parnsll intend to go to
vondon for the opening of Pa:lisment.

A Dublin despatch states that in ordor not
to come in contact with thw police, a meeting
which was called to take place at Drogheds,
on Sunday, and which was prohibited, was
held there ou Saturday. After Healy and
Duvitt bad made speecher, iwo magistrates
summoned the chairman to stop the meeting,
nod the Rint Act was reand. 7The people dis-
persed quietly. Ten thousand persons were
present, A menster Land Loague meeting
tool place at Ballycastle on Suturday, and a
meeting at which 3,000 persons weare pregent
was held on the same dey at KillaHa,

The Zimes suys the Irish Land DBill
has Leen framed with the view of supple-
menting or ropairiag certain defects which
experisnce has shown to exiat in the Land

Act of 1870, and not with the view of intro-
ducing new principles or reversing it. The
bill is little likely to satisfy those frienda of
Ireland, who are eugaged in midunight drill
ing of deluded peassnts. The proposed
movements of flying columns will exercise
more persnasion with those malcontents, who
may be Feniang under new names, than any
legislative measure.

A Dublin despatch says:—The reason
assigned for the probibition of all Land
League meetiugs called for Tuesday, is that
the mmeetings are calculated to excite ill-
fueling among Her Majesty's subjects.

Tho Zimcs says there is no room for doudbt
that a stringont Peace Preservation Bill will
be introduced in the House of Commons im-
mediately aiter the assembiing. of Parlia-
ment. It is improbable that liberty of
speeck, cither in print or at public mestings,
witl ba iuterferad .with, cxcupt hy strict en-
farceinent of the existing law.

The mother of the injured lad
suid that on Satvvday night she was 1pld that
lier son was being attucked in De!phe-strect,
Borough. Living near the spot, she rnn ont
to his ussistance, vhen the prisoner struck her
son on the head, and he called out, « He's cut
uy eye out”  Sho tried to pull her son away
from Lim, when he struck her a violent blow
aud anocked her down. On her recovery she
fuund her son bleeding from the eyes, and he
was taken 10 Guy's Hopital, where he now re-
mains inu very bad state. The prisoner made
his escape, but was afterwards aypreheonded
by the police.—Mr. Henry lloward Dover, one
of the honge aurgeons at Guy's Haspital, seid
that the injured lad was admitted on Saturday
pight. He exnmined bim, and found
lncerated wounds across both eyes, The ball
of the right eye wus cut in so severe n munner
that they were compolied to remove it toeave
the sight of the other —Sergeant Steaney, 17
M, waid he received information of the cutrage,
undl shortly afterwards took the prizoner to
the hoepital, and confronted him with the in-
jured lad.  The latter identifiad him as the
mau who had assaulted him and given him
into custody. The proeecutor said that the
prisoner either cut him with n stone or his
belt.—"1'he surgeon was recalled, and in
answer to his worship, said that the wounds
might hnve been caused by a stone or some
blunt instiument.”

Caun unything be conceived mors cowardly
or more crugl than this abominable act,
hideons in itself, and in all the circumstances
surrounding it? Cowardly because the
victin was an unfortunate child of ¢welve
years of age, incapable of any defenceagainst
the Lrute's atrength. Cruel, surely, for what
can he more ngonizing than te rend asnnder
with o rough instrument the most delicate
and sensitive organ of vision, and thus to
seek, with horrible torture, to moke the
victim’s whole after-lift one long lapse of
miserable suffering.
