snd misrepregented, There was nota single
dogma of the Christian faith which had not
hean attacked at ons time or another, and at
the present day had they mot Athelsts who
deniad the existence of God and §scinians and
Unitariane who denfed the divinity of Chriet ?
Had they not men whe denied that Baptism
gave to a ohild the right to etoernal life ? Had
they not men who denled there was any sach
place a8 bell, of who, admitting ite existenae,
asserted that if you got there it would not
huet you very much? No, as he had saild,
from the existance of God downwards there
was not & dogma of the Chrlstian falth that
bad not been dented, Oatholice held that if
yon give up the Catholic Oburch yon had no
logical alternative but to give up the ex-
iatence of God. Thers was no logical stand-
point between Jatholioity and athelem. Even
thelsm had its mysteries, and refused to be-
lieve in the dootrines of the Catholls Church
becanse they lavolved mysteries incompre-
hensible to unaided reason ; and at the same
time, to plange Into the mysteries of thelsm
was strongly Inconeistent and self-contra-
diotory. The first objection urged by Pro-
testants agalnst Papal infallibility waa that
it was a new dootrina—that it was not heard
of before 1870, Protestants failed to see that
the Church only defined a dootrine when
that deotrine has been called in guestion, and
that if it had not been denled It would
probably never be defined at all, The
dootrine of the divinity of Uhrist was not
defined uatil the year 325—something like
290 yeurs after His ascention into henven.
The Divine maternity of Mary wae not de-
fined natil the year 380, The eternity of hell
waa not defined until the sixth century. A
new dootrlne | Aund yeb they had St. Bede
Incnloating the absolmte neoessity of belong-
iog to the community of Yeter. They had
St. Thomas of Oanterbury telling them that
only infidels, heretfor, and echismatics separ-
ated themselver from the See of Rome, They
had 8¢, Barnard writing to the Pops, asking
Bim to correct sany orrors in his book—*¢ be.
case I think :
‘PHE WOUNDS OF FAITH

‘ghould receive their hesling in that Church
whose Iaith can never fail.,’! They had St
Anguetine declaring that they ouly had the
Oatholic faith who had the Roman faith,
They bad 8%, Oyprian proclalming that ¢ he
oannot have God for hia father who bas not
the Oburch for his mother.” A new dootrine !
Aud yet every Father of the Church had in-
ouloated the necessity of being in commanion
with Rome undor the penelty of not belong-
ing to the Church at all. The objection was
B properierous one, and sould only beadvanc-

ed by those who were igaorant, or who.were-

of Alexandria, of Jerusalem, or of the Sees of
Asls Minor,” The rev. preacher pointed out
that the objection had much in common
with the plea with which he had already
dealt, that the dogms of Papal infallibility
was a& modern ome, As a proof that it waa
equslly unfonnded, he quoted from the for-
mula signed by 2500 of the Oriental Charoh,
which to his mind, distinotly laid down the
dogma of Papsl Infallibllity, That formula
declared that ‘¢ in the ses of Rome the faith
of Cbrlst has always been preserved lmmaocu-
late.” Ifsuch a formula were to-day pre-

The Holy Father at the andlence on Satar-
day, the 2ad inst,, addreasing the members ef
the Sacred Cotlege of Cardinale, 2aid : We
could not {ail to be sensibly touched by the
devotion and affection that mark the worde
which yon, my Lord Cardinal, address to Us
in the name of the Sacred College, and by the
good wishes that youn offer for Our preserva-
tion and prosperity. We are consoled and
strengthened in seeing the Sacred College
taking & moet sincere part in Our joye and
gorrows, joys and sorrows which alwaya al-
ternate in Iife, but which this last year have
displayod themeelves in more atriking con-
trast. We sare infinitely indebted to the Lord
for the special assistance He has granted Us,
not only daring this year, but also dnringall
the eleven yeara ot Qur Pontlficate which have
now elapsed ; and in commencing the eigh-
tieth year of Our life We feel more than ever
the necessity of OQur humble strengch belng
powerfully sustalned by grace from on higb,
Wae feel this sll the more because the diffi-
culties of the government of the Church in
such critioal times requires on his part whe
bears ite weight numerous and moat serious
cares at all momente.

The general condition of Europe and the
world, as the Sacred College knows well, is as
uncertain and full of danger a porsible, and
its effect is sadly felt by the Holy See.
Deprived of & real spvereignty to ensure its
independence, and eubject to another power,
it cannot but feel the unoertaintier,tho perile,
and the evils to which Italy is exposed intor-
nolly and externally, Every agitation, there.
fore, which arises at home, and particunlsrly
Rome, every disaster threatening from abroad
exoites amongat the Catholic teaie, nuxleties,
and an alarm with regard to the destiny of
thelr head. To what may be oalled the
foundamental cause of Our anxlety are added
othera likewise most serious in coneeqaence
«f the lamentable state of religious: affsirs In
Itsly. It is said, and it has even heen re-
pented 1n high plices, that the Ohurch enjoy:
the greateat ltborty in Italy, and is in & most
eaviable position, How nan such enormities
bo listened to without a righteons sense of
indignation ? The very fact of having des-
poiled the Holy 8ze by the ozoapation of the
civil principality of its soverelgn independence
constituts of Itself an offence which compre-
honds and embraces all others. The offence
{s a direct blow at the aupreme head of the
Catbolic Church and at her freedom of action
in the world, tor when once thie freedom is
violated or obstructed in any manner what-
ever, the eptire government of the Church
neceesarily suffors,

But, besidea that, We have to deplore other
offences against Our spirtual power io Italy.
Here the exercviee of the episcopal ministry on
the part of the pastors whom We name, suf-
ters from'delays and obstacles, owing to the
requirement with regard to the so-called ex-
equator which is alwaya systematically with-
buld for several months, and which becomea
ic the bands of the layauthority the mesus
of subjecting persons chesen by Us with the
most earneat consideration to fiscal Ingulres,
often of the ‘lowest kind. More than once,
alse, We bave seen the ponsession of the
manss denjed to persons who were most

worthy, and who were judged by Us moat| Y
snitable for the special demands of the dlo-.

ceees for which they were sélected. This,
benides depriving them of the necetsary
menns of eubslstence, inveolves sad oonsequen-
cea with raspect to meny scts of the spiaco-
pal jarisdiction, which is indispensable to the’
government of a diccese. But more remaina
to be told, for in the caze of some nomin-
atlons the greatest impediments are place?
in the way under the pretextof the right .

To the Bishops of Quebec FProvince.

powerless the thoughts of the unbelieveing,
that he mlifhb bring their prospects to saught,
and that He might ep-ead abroad among His
people the fruits of peasa possessing our gouls in
patience and in the firm hope that Divine aid
will never be wanting to the Oburch. We ad-
drees to you cur deepest thanks for the devotion
bhat you bare, and we call down upon you the
bountiful gifts of beaven, which will make you
powerful in accomplishment of all good. In
token of this gratefuluess, and a8 a proof of the
value we place on your regard. we bestow upon

Tha
Irish members were planmug to spring a suz -
prise on Attorney-General Webster by meana of
the diary, and are not a listle annoyed with Mr,
Timothy Healy, M. P., fer lesting the cab out of
the bag in his speech in the l{ouse of Com-
mons. Mr. Healy vows that he did not posi-
tively say obas the diary was secured, but ouly
that the Nationalists hoped to secure it. Mr,
Healy himeelf knows nothing definite sbout the
contents of the diary. Writh the exception of
Mr. Parnell, Sir Oharles Ruseell, Solicitor
Georgs Lewis aud Mr. Henry Labouchere, it is
doubiful if anybody has buen permitted to look
st it, Mer, Gearge Lewis said to the World cor
respondent to.day while discuesing the subjest :
_ **All that T can tell you is that the diary is
in the hands of Mr. Parpell's eolicitors, and
will ba eafely kept there till produced before
the commission. All staterrents as to its con.
tents are mere guesswork, No one will be
allowed even a glimpee of it till it {a put in
evidenge.”

A prominent Irieh member of Parliament in-
oladed in the Times’ indictment, remarked to
The World correspondant to-day :—*I kuow
for a cortainty tbab the diary will furnish eome
lively fun. It ecems almost as though Pigott
bad abaped everyohing that he did with a view
to make mischief for the people whom ha de.
luded 1ato trusting him. Everythiog he did,
everything he said, everythiog that was said to
him, and doubtless a great many thiogs that
was not eaid to bim, he shoved into this diary.
Ita chief value to us will be to prove how much
the Times depended on the sssistance of the
Goveroment aad bhe police to make out any
osaa at all,”

Scores of atories are told as to how the diary
wis obtained. Bubt the following ia believed to
be the correct verison : In one of the visite o
Mr, Labouchere’s house Pigott could nob re-
member a certsin name, but casually meuntioned
that he could bave done so if he had brooght his
diary with him. The remark did not make
much impression on Mr. Labouchere in the ex-
citement of the moment. But eitting next to
Mr. Michael Davitt in Court a fow days after-
warda ib osourced to him again, and he told Mr.
Davitt, The firat chance that Davitt had he slip-
pad off to Kingatown, weut to Pigott’s houee and
s00n got on the track of the diary. It wasin
the hands of a Dublin mao, who declined to
give it np without the payment of & large sum
of money. Mr. Davitt came back here, raised
the macay aud got thebook. If the sacret history
of this great case is ever written, the quiet, en-
ergaetic personal work of Mr. Michael Davitt
will form an important part in iv,

A liab of resolu-
tiona had been prepared, stropgly condemning
the acs.

THE JiSUITS ARE DENOUNCED.

1, This public meeting of citizens of Toronto
exprevsen 198 empbatic condemnation of. ' The
Jesuis Eetates Act” passed by Quebee Législa-
ture in violation, as we believe, of tha true prin-
n‘l})lsa of civil and religious liberty and equality.
We would, at the same time, protest agaimat
the recent incorporation of the }eauiu. & meh-
sure which we are persunded is unconstitutional
in aoy British dependency. It is ourcoaviction
that the dizquslifying of the Jesuit society to
hold property by the Imperial Parliament in
1774 ofter_the abolition of that ecciety by the
Pope in the previous year snd the takiug pos-
session of the property by the Orown were nab
only justifiable, buv an imperative duty in the
interssts of good government and public
moralily,

‘_!’HR CLAIM OF THE UROWN.

2. The titla of the Crown waa reaffirmed by
act of the Legislature of Lower Ganads, pasaed
in the year 1832 (2 William IV., 410.), by
w}uch thia property woa accepted in accordance
with Imperial direction *‘for the purposes of
education exclusively,” and its application for
such purposes was further reafirmea by act of
Parliament of the province of Qanada in 1856.
We, therefore, protest earmeatly sgainss the
diversion of these proceeds in bresch of the
trusts upon which they were saccepted by
Oaneda. .

THE BECOUNITION OF THE POPE.

3. We further object to this ach ecause it re-
coguizes the right of the Pope to intervene in
our national affairs, and becauso such recogni-
tion ia in direct contradiction of the Imperial
atatute and derogatory to the supremsacy of the
Queen.

THE DOMINION INTEREST.

4, Inasmuch as under Confederaticn the in-
tereats of all tho provinces are inseparably con-
nected, we hold it to be the duty of all good
citizens, irrespective of creed, to oppose
measures Which arriously threaten the peace
#nd prosperity of the Dominion, and to use all
legitimate means of preventing auch legislation
from being finally sustained.

DISALLOWANCE DEMANDED,

5 Believing, as we do, on the grounds seb
forth in the previous resolutions, that a measure
of such a character should clearly be disallowed
by the Dominion Government, wa call upan thae
representadives of the city in the House of Com-
mons bo prove themselves faithful 1o this crisia
tio the great prinociples of civil and religiouafres-
dom, and to record their votes in favor of dis-
allowance. :
