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period between acceptance of the aircraft by Canada from the supplier
and transfer of ownership to Malaysia.

ARTICLE V

Malaysia will admit the aircraft and related equipment free of duty anfi
will ensure that any tax or fee levied upon the entry of these goods to Malaysid
is not chargeable to the supplier or to Canada.

ARTICLE VI

Malaysia will not sell or transfer the aircraft and related equipment to 2
third party without first obtaining Canada’s consent to the proposed sale Of
transfer.

ARTICLE VII
This agreement shall enter into force upon signature.
