ANNEX “A”

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE GOVERNMENT OF CANADA

I. Unless otherwise indicated in subsidiary arrangements or loan agreements,
the Government of Canada, acting through the Canadian International Development
Agency, shall finance the following expenditures based on the rates authorized in its
regulations:

(A) Expenditures related to Bangladeshi scholarship holders:
(1) registration and tuition fees, books, supplies, or material required,;

(2) a living allowance;
(3) medical and hospital expenses;

(4) economy class fares for travel by air or any other approved means of
transport, in compliance with the requirements of the scholarship
program.

(B) Expenditures related to Canadian personnel:
(1) their salaries, fees, allowances and other benefits;

(2) their travel expenses and those of their dependants between their
normal place of residence in Canada and the place of residence in
Bangladesh;

(3) the cost of shipping, between their normal place of residence in
Canada and the place of residence in Bangladesh, their personal and
household effects, those of their dependants, and the professional and
technical material required by said personnel for the execution of
their duties;

(4) the cost of their temporary accommodation, and that of their
dependants, from the time of arrival in Bangladesh until such time as
permanent accommodation is occupied by said personnel and their
dependants;

(5) the difference, if any, up to such amounts as may be approved from
time to time by the Canadian International Development Agency,
between the actual cost of furnished accommodation, excluding utility
costs, for Canadian personnel and their dependants, and the allowance
provided by the Government of Bangladesh in accordance with
paragraph I(1) of Annex “B” of this Agreement;
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
