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ARTICLE 27

Territorial application

The Convention shall apply to ail non-metropolitan territories for the inter-national relations of which any Party is responsible except where the previous con-sent of such a territory is required by the Constitution of the Party or of the territoryconcerned or required by dustom. In such a case the Party shall endeavour to securethe needed consent of the territory within the shortest period possible and when theconsent is obtained the Party shall notify the Secretary-Generaj. The Convention shauapply to the territory or territories named in such a notification from the date ofits receipt by the Secretary-General. In those cases where the previous consent of thenon-metropolitan territory is not requîred, the Party concerned shall, at the time ofsignature, ratification or accession, declare the non-metropolitan territory or territo-ries to which this Convention applies.

ARTICLE 28

Regions for the purposes of this Convention

1. Any Party may notify the Secretary-General that, for the purposes of this Con-vention, its territory is divided into two or more regions, or that two or more of itsregions are consolidated into a single region.

2. Two or more Parties may notify the Secretary-General that, as the resuit ofthe establishment of a customs union between them, those Parties constitute a region
for the purposes of this Convention.

3. Any notification under paragraph 1 or 2 shall take effect on 1 January of theyear following the year in which the notification was made.

ARTICLE 29

Denunciation

1. After the expiry of two years fromn the date of the coming into force of thisConvention any Party may on its own behalf or on behaîf of a territory for whichit has international responsibility, and which has withdrawn its consent given inaccordance with article 27, denounce this Convention by an instrument in writingdeposited with the Secretary-General.

2. The denunciation, if received by the Secretary-General on or before the firstday of July of any year, shaff take effect on the first day of January of the succeed-ing year, and if received after the first day of July it shall take effeet, as if it hadbeen received on or before the first day of July ini the succeeding year.

3. The Convention shaîl be terminated if, as a result of denunciations made inaccordance with paragraphs 1 and 2, the conditions for its coming into force as laiddown in paragraph 1 of article 26 cease to exîst.
