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ARTICLE X

1. The Parties agree to consult periodically on questions relating to the
implementation and proper functioning of this Agreement.

2. In the event of a dispute concerning the interpretation or application of this
Agreement such a dispute shall be the subject of consultations between the Parties.

ARTICLE XI

This Agreement shall be without prejudice to the 1972 Agreement between
Canada and France on their Mutual Fishing Relations or to any multilateral Con-
vention to which Canada and the Community or any of its Member States are par-
ties, or to the views of either Party with respect to any question relating to the Law
of the Sea.

ARTICLE XII

This Agreement shall apply, on the one hand, to the territories in which the
Treaty establishing the European Community is applied and under the conditions
laid down in that Treaty and, on the other hand, to the territory of Canada.

ARTICLE XIII

Annexes 1, Il and III to this Agreement shall form an integral part thereof.

ARTICLE XIV

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date on which the parties notifY
each other of the completion of the procedures necessary for this purpose.

ARTICLE XV

This Agreement shall terminate on 31 December 1979.
