
EXCHANGE 0F NOTES (JUNE 30, 1949) BETWEEN CANADA AND
SWEDEN CONSTITUTING AN AGREEMENT REGARDING VISA

EXCELLENOy,

I h~ave the honour to refer to previpiu correspondence on t.he subject cdf
the modification of visa requirements and to state that the Canadian Govern-
ment is prepared to conclude with the Swedish Goyvernment an agreement ix'
the following ternis:

(1) SweiohI sUbjcts, wh'o are bmna f4èide no-jmgat visitors, not
seeking employment nor permanent residenve) comia% tq Canada~ and
who are in possion of valid national passports, will reeeive, froin

visas, fýreaet ofeharge, valid for an uimited nuulbhe of entries to
Canada during a period of tweive monthe froi the date of issue Qof
such visas.

(2) Canadian -citizens, who arebtona fide non-immigrant's aud wh-o are i
pas8essiofl of vilid nationial pasports, may, without previoiusly cobtaix'
ing a Sw,ýedish viisa, visit S'weden for periods each not exceediug three
con8ecutive months.

(3) It i. un'derstood that this modification of entranwe requireinents do&
not exQimpt Swedish subject. and Ganadian citiens, comng to Casd
and Sweden respectively, from the neeity of comçpIying withth
Iaws and regulations of the country concerned regardmng the ent,
residence (temporary or permanent) and emPýloymeut or Sc~upation O
foreigners, and that persono, who are unaible to satisfy the imnuigratil
aubhorities that they 'oomnply with tiheselaws and regiuistion8, are fal
to be refused leave to enter or land.

If tihe Swedish Governmnt i& prepared tc> sct the fvmsgoing prvsog
the Canadian Government has the honour to suggest that the present note fi
the repdy thereto 0f the Swedish Governmen~t ehail constitute an agremn
between thei two Governments, which siê1I take effeet ou July 1, 1949.,
