Transport. Mr, Howe will entertain at luncheon in the
Parliamentary Restaurant in his honour. In the afternoon,

Sir Roy will visit the House of Commons and will later pay
a call on the Honourable L. René Beaudoin, Speaker of the
House of Commons, A reception will be held in Room 16 of
the Parliament Bullding by the Commonwealth Parliamentary
Association, His Excellency, the High Commissioner for the
United Kingdom will entertain at dinner., He will spend the
morning of Wednesday at the National Research Councii, and
will remain for luncheon.

While in Montreal, Sir Roy will stay at the Ritz
