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the Government frorn a great rnany coun-
Vies in New Brunswick.

Mr. DOHERTY: It is at the instance
of the people prornoting those petitions that
this legislation is proposed.

Mr. CARVELL:- There are petitions ask-
ing for the repeal of the Canada Temper-
ance Act, in order that the prohibitory Act
of New Brunswick may corne into force,
eand this Order lu Council will make un-
necessary the holding of an election ln
these respective counties, but we can have
the Prohibition Act brought into force by
means of passing this Order in Council.

Mr. I)OHERTY: The petitions. forVhis
provision came frorn other provinces, but
principally from New Brunswick, and I in-
tend Vo move an amendment Vo this section,
Vo make it quite clear that this applies not
only to petitions which. are received after
this Bill becomes law, but also to pending
petitions. I arn noV quite sure that it is
necess ary.

Mr. CARVELL: Make it ais strong as
possible.

Mr. DOHERTY: If Ait l good for a
petition received to-morrow, it is good for
a petition which came in last week. I move
that we amend section 4 <c) of section 3,
by adding the words:

The present subsection shall apply to peti-
tlons already made, and upon whlch no polllng
has as yet taken place.

MT. CARVELL: That is ail right.
Amnendrnent agreed Vo, and subsection as

amended agreed. Vo.
On subsection 4 <d)-Penalty for selling

alcoholie beverages as medicines noV Vo
affect liability under provincial laws:

Mr. DOHERTY: That is only Vo meet the
complications -th-at have arisen. We have
provisions in the Proprietary Medicines
Act im-po6ing, penalties 'where, under guise
of proprietary rnedicines, decoctions con-
taining more than a certain arnount of alco-
hol are sold. There havie been casets where
such preparations. were purely and simply
alcoholio beverages, and some of the courts
have held that because of the provisions in
the Proprietary Medicines Aot the party
could not be prosecu-ted under the Prohibi-
tion Act cd the province. Under the hast-
-mentioned Act the penalty la heavier than
under the Proprietary Medicine& Act, and
this enactrnent simply meane that the pen-
alties imposed under the Proprietary Medi-
dînes Act oould noV be. treated as ini substi-
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Ltion for penalties ini cases where the sarne
act constituted the violation of the provin-
cial law; s0 that, w here an, act is a violation
of the Proprietary Medicines Act and a vio-
lation of the Provincial Prohibitory Act,
you rnay prosecute under the one Act or
the other.

Section agreed Vo.
Bill se amended reported, and read the

third time and passed.
On motion of Sir George Foster, the House

adjourned at 6.10 p.ni.
