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(e) Curator of ornithology in the zoology
section of the natural history branch; con-
ducts field surveys and research on the birds
of Canada and supervises the preparation of
ornithological exhibits; prepares reports and
papers on ornithology.

(f) Directs the operation of the human
history branch of the national museum of
Canada.

(g) Heads the division of archaeology of
the human history branch; responsible for
the conduct of surveys and research in archae-
ology, physical anthropology, ethno-history
and ethno-botany; responsible for the prepara-
tion of exhibits, and for the preparation of
reports and papers on these subjects.
