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matter, to clarify the entire question and re­
store the reputation of our Atlantic sealers. 
Canada’s reputation abroad has suffered 
because of fraudulent misrepresentation of 
our sealing methods.

Is he in a position to tell us whether a 
committee will be established to consider the 
possibility of implementing the numerous 
recommendations contained in the report of 
the Royal Commission on Pilotage? If the 
answer is negative, in what precise way will 
the government or the Department of Trans­
port apply the measures proposed by this 
Commission?

Hon. Paul Hellyer (Minister of Transport):

Mr. Speaker, as my hon. friend knows, 
interim legislation was presented to the house 
to cover the immediate situation. It is 
proposed that more permanent legislation will 
follow that and be presented to parliament 
either in a year or two, or as soon as possible, 
to cover all matters reported on by the 
Royal Commission on Pilotage.

Mr. Davis: Mr. Speaker, I will consider the 
hon. member’s representation.

Mr. Lloyd R. Crouse (Souih Shore): A fur­
ther supplementary question, Mr. Speaker. 
When can we expect to see implementation of 
Canada’s Territorial Sea and Fishing Zones 
legislation, enacted in 1964, in order to give 
us legal control over all fishing operations in 
the Gulf of St. Lawrence, as well as over 
those who film the seal hunt in the area and 
distribute the film?

Mr. Davis: Mr. Speaker, that question 
ought to have been addressed to the Secre­
tary of State for External Affairs.

Mr. McGrath: A further supplementary 
question, Mr. Speaker. Since the matter of 
the seal hunt is most important, will the 
minister not agree to make a statement on 
motions tomorrow, or as soon as possible, and 
accept my suggestion to table the document I 
have referred to?

Mr. Davis: Mr. Speaker, I prefer first to 
read the document.
