THE CANADIAN ECONOMY
INFLATION-POSSIBILITY 0F ESCALATION IN 1976-
GOVERNMENT ACTION TO ENCOURAGE RESTRAINT

Hon. Robert L. Stanfield (Leader cf the Opposition):
Mr. Speaker, I have a question for the Minister of Finance.
Now that the economists have had an opportunity fo
examine the economic outlook in the context of the minis-
ter's budget, I wonder whether the minister shares the
concern being expressed that inflation is likely to escalate
again in 1976, and if he does share that concern when may
we expect a significant reaction from the goverfiment and
could he tell us what it might be.

Hon. John N. Turner (Minister cf Finance): Mr.
Speaker, I stated that concern fully in the budget speech
which I arn sure is familiar to the Leader of the Opposi-
tion. It depends very much on food prices and on the effect
that wage and cost of production increases may have on
the price structure of the country.

Mr. Stanfield: Mr. Speaker, the minister having said on
May 9, 1 believe it was, that "ail of us must face up to the
fact that time is running out," and since we have this
prospect facing the country in 1976 of further inflation
could the minister tell us whether he proposes to adopt
any further policy to encourage restraint flot having exer-
cised this option in the budget? Does he, for example,
intend to make any further effort to achieve voluntary
agreement on restraint.

Mr. Turner (Ottawa-Carleton). Mr. Speaker, I said on
budget night, and to the press after the budget, that I
would wait to assess the reaction to the budget by the
leaders of the various sectors of the economy; that I felt
one of the advantages of the consensus process had been a
further opening of communication between the govern-
ment and leaders in the economy, and that I intend to keep
those channels of communication open.

Mr. Stanfield: Is there any conclusion that anybody can

reach other than that the government's only policy for
maintaining any kind of restraint in the economy is the
continuation of a very substantial unemployment which
the Prime Minister has said will be with us for a good long
time?

Mr. Turner (Ottawa-Carleton): That is not the conclu-
sion I would ask the hon, gentleman to draw.

Mr. Trudeau: Mr. Speaker, I rise on a point of order. I
