PEACEKEEPING IN YUGOSLAVIA-EMERGENCY AID IN
SOMALIA--COMPARISON 0F CANADIAN

CONTRIBUTIONS-GOVERNMENT POSITION

Hon. Eymard G. Corbin: Honourable senators, we heard
on the news tbis week tbat tbe United Nations would like
Canada to send an additional contingent of 1,200 men and
women of the Canadian Armed Forces to the conflict area of
former Yugoslavia. Has cabinet made a decision on that
request?
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Hon. Lowell Murray (Leader of the Government): No,
honourable senators.

Senator Corbin: Recently, with respect to that samne con-
flict, tbe view was expressed tbat there is-and 1 do not belit-
dle the fact-a bard winter awaiting the citizens of the area,
and therefore an appeal was made for extra belp.

In the southern bemispbere there is tbe situation in Somnalia,
wbere, it bas been said, as many as 1 million people risk star-
vation and death.

Is the Canadian effort to relieve hunger in Somnalia as eager
as tbe Canadian effort to belp abate the conflict in former
Yugoslavia? 1 am not belittling eitber of the efforts, but it
seemns to me that we bave been Iying a little too low witb
respect to Somalia, in view of the very real need there. I tbink
the need tbere is much greater than it is in the war-torn zone
of former Yugoslavia. Besides, wbo are we Canadians?
Europe bas some of tbe richest nations in the world. Are they
doing their fair sbare in trying to abate that conflict? Instead
of sending additional troops to tbat zone, should we flot be
focusing on the pligbt of the approximately 1 million Somalis
who risk deatb?

Senator Murray: Honourable senators, perbaps my friend
would permit me to go back to tbe first part of bis question,
relating to Yugoslavia. Tbere bas been no new decision taken
by the government in tbis respect. There was a decision
announced some time ago to send 1,200 additional troops to
Bosnia. I tbink the bonourable senator was aware of that,
because it is a matter of public knowledge.

[Senator Murray.]

I may also say that 15 RCMP officers have been sent there
to join 30 others who have been there since May. They will
remain for eight months to work with local police forces to
help the residents.

With regard to Somalia, we were among the very first count-
tries to provide humanitarian aid. Further to that, we are at the
forefront in providing troops in order to do what we cari to
ensure that the humanitarian aid gets through to the people for
wbom it is destined.

I cari give the honourable senator the pertinent figures.
Since January we have provided over $18 million in emer-
gency aid; we bave pledged our fullest support to the Secre-
tary-General of the United Nations for U.N. efforts to bning
the fighting to an end and to bring relief to famine victims; we
are providing up to 750 Canadian forces troops to protect
humanitarian operations in one of the four zones for U.N.
operations in Somalia.

0f course, as I think the honourable senator knows, we
have also provided refuge to more than il1,000 Somalis who
have fled from the war in their country.
