
geographically to China than any other self 
governing part of the British Empire the cost of 
travelling to and from Canadian Universities will 
be considerably less than the cost of travelling to 
and from Universities in Great Britain; that the 
Canadian Universities are probably the best equip­
ped of any of the British Universities to give the 
fullest instruction in such subjects as Alining, 
Mineralogy, Forestry, Animal Husbandry, Agri­
culture (especially in all forms of grain growing), 
and Insurance in all its branches; and that 
of the greatest needs in China today is the corn-
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parative lack of men trained in these subjects, and 
qualified by knowledge and experience to be the 
leaders of China’s future development in these 
fields which are so vital to their country’s welfare. 
Canadian Universities have also achieved world­
wide fame both as schools of learning in all subjects 
and as homes of research. The achievements of 
McGill University, Montreal, in science and medi­
cine, of 1 oronto in medicine and arts, and of 
Queen s University, Kingston, in economics and 
political science are universally acknowledged.
