,gour additional generating units at
Niagara Falls are being installed, each
of 15,000 horse power capacity. The
step up transformer station at Niagara
F¥alls is being completely remodelled,
gnd two new banks of transformers
are being installed as well as the lat-
est and most approved type of switeh
gear and protective devices. A new
80 mile two circuit transmissionline on
rugged steel towers is practicaily com-
pleted. This new line is designed for
operation at 90,000 voits, and will be
used in conjunction with the present
two circuit steel tower line as soon as
the present line can be reinsulated for
$0,000 volt pressure. This latter work
will commence immediately- after the
—mew line is completed and in operation.
The step down transformer station at
Toronto s being ‘completely remodel-
led, and as in the case at the Falls,
two new banks of transformers, etc.,
are being installed. Two storage bat-
teries have been added to the emer-
gency equipment of the Toronto Rail-
way Co., besides revamping the exis-
ng battery. This work iz completed

d provides an emergensy capacity
of sufficient size to handle the en-
tire rallway load during non-rush
hours. fes
«The ' steam plant of the Raillway

“Company at Front Street is being put
in shape, 0 that with the ald of the
batteries, the entire railway load can
be handled during rush hours without
service from Niagara.

“The distribution system of the Tor-
onto Electric Light Company is being
simplified in two ways:

' (a) The. district from the lake front
north 'to St. Albans street, and from
Sherbourne street west to Spadina
ayenue is to be supplied exclusively
with direct current at 115-230 volts.
*(b) The remainder of the ecity is to
be supplied exclusively with alterna-
ting current—three-phase, twenty-five
cycles.

‘Two large storage batteries are
being. installed, to handle the entire
direct current load of the Toronto El-
ectric: Light Company for periods
varying from ten minutes during the
peak to eight hours at night.

' ‘As. 10,000 horse-power. turbo-gener-
ator, together with the necessary boil-
o8, is being erected at the Scott
street steam plant of the Toronto EI-
ectric Light Company, which is an ad-
dition to the two 4,000 horse-power
turbo-generators and: hoilers now .in
operation. This apparatus is to supply
alternating current to any sub-station
in Toronto at the rate of 9,000

Northern subsidies bill, Mr. Oliver moved
an amendment, declaring : “That the
granting of such subsidies and the receipt
thereof by the respective companies shall
be subject to the condition that the said
companies shall, within two months from
the date of the passing of this act, sub-
mit to the Board of Raillway Commission-
ers for Canada a schedule of traffic rates
upon the lines of the said companies, now
or hereafter to. be constructed west of
Fort Willlam, which shall be thé same as
now apply on the lines of the said com-
panies in the Provinces of Ontario and
Quebec, except in so far and to such ex-
tent as the sajd rallway companies may
be able to establish higher cost of opera-
tion on such lines west of Fort Willlam,
and the sald schedule shall be subject to
the authority and control of the said
board of railway  commissioners, to be
revised and adjusted by them, in dccord-
ance with the foregoing provision.”

The amendment was defeated—yeas 37,
nays 78, a party vote, except that Mr.

This stock
might- be’ acquired under the provisions
of the Grand Trunk Act of 1852, or by
arrangment or by going into the market
and purchasing shares and the same could
be purchased quite cheaply.

Gift to Whitney

The Timiskaming and Northern On-
tario Railway subsidy was then taken
up.

The pro-
ject was merely to make a gift to Sir
James Whitney’'s government.

Ontario Over-Subsidized. :

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said he also would.
vate for the bill if it were a subsidy for
some private corporation. As it was the
grant was simply an addition.to the pro-
vincial subsidy of Ontarlo, and provincial’
subsidies must be kept on a. per capita
basisa or we would find outselves in all
sorts of difficulties.

The Quebec end is not ready, and the
Ontario gate is provided by this very
road, and it will ‘enable. the transcontin-
ental to do its work .at a much earlier
day than it could have been done other-
wise. Yet a road that has done this,
and that opens up a great section of
new country, is to be discriminated
against simply because it is owned by
the province, owned by an enterprising
-people,  who. put their own money into
the building of it. And it is to be dis-
criminated against because Ontario hap-
pens to be well off: Ontario is well off.
It contributes the la.rgea’g to the revenues
of the whole Dominjon.”

recommtnds six distinct organizations
as follows: i

1 local urban industrial develop-
ment boards, 2 local rural development
boards, 3 provincial development
councils, 4 provincial development
commiission, 5 @ Dominion develop-
ment conference. 6 a Dominion deve-
lopment commission. 4

The commission emphagizes the im-
portance of adopting a Plan’ which
will preserve provincial control, en-
courage local initiative and develap lo-
cal responsibility. The importance of
having ‘the 'monufacturing- and com
mercial interests of any.locality ready
and able to co-operate in corrying out
the work, is also dwelt upon.

Training After Twelve Years.

The commission is of the opinion that
while all children to the age of 14 years
should receive the benefits of element-
ary general education up to at least the
standards frovided by the school sys-
tem of the place or province where they
live; . that, after 12 years of age, for
children whose parents expect or de-
8ire them to follow manual occupa-
tions, provision should, therefore, be|
made in the schools of.Canada for train-
ing of the senses. and muscles, more
and better drawing, more physical cul-
ture, . nature. study and. experimental
science, pre-vocational work, more and
better singing, organized and super-
ised _?lay and games.

Haing regard to the cost of carrying
on these branches in elemeéntary schools
until properly equipped teachers are
aailable, the commission recommends
that a fund be created from which pay-
ments would be made to the provinciai
governments -during a period of -ten
vears, It is suggested that such a fund
should receive at least $350,000 a year
for ten jyears from . a parliamentary
grant to be divided among the provinces
on a basis of population.

] Secondary Education.

With regard to secondary and higher
education -in relation to industrial
training and technical education, the
opinion is expressed that secondary
vocational education should be provid-
ed for those persons who are to follow
manual industrial occupations, produc-
ing occupations such as agriculture,
conserving occupations such as house-
keeping, and commercial and business
occupations. :

Liberal Advantages.

Such. persons should have opportuni-
ties for acquiring secondary education
which would be as fully advantageous
to them in their vocations as the sec-
ondary education provided in the gen-
eral school system has been advan-
tageous to those who enter the learned
professions or other professional eccu-
pations.

Secondark education for those who
have gone to work should be provided
in day and evening classes in close co-
relation with their occupations while
they are still learners, and also when
théy have become skilled workmen or
journeymen, or have come to fill posi-
tions as foremen, supeérintendents or
managers.

In the oplnion of the commission it is
important that workers in factories
whose main task is to attend or oper-
ate machines should receive instruction
and ‘training which would develop
some all-round power and skill and in-
crease thelr interests beyond the routine
of autematic operations.

The interests of the rural population
should be conserved as far as possible
by industrial training and technical
education suitable to the needs of its
workers.

A feature of the report is the atten-
tion it gives to the problems of rural
communities. The report also recom-
mends® schools for fishtrmen and in-
struction in packing, curing, etc.

The rejoinder states that the animus.
of the law was a desire on the part of
Californians to rid the state of Jap-
anese citizens who had obtained and
were obtaining large holdings of ag-
ricultural land. The assertion is made
that it was resentment towards Jap-
anese residents of California and not
the Chinese and Hindoo Tresidents
.which prompted the enactment of the

1 law.

While the rejoinder does not state
so in so many words, the inference is
plain that what Japan aims at is the
same target at which aim was taken
in the original note of protest—the
equality of the Japanese race with the
American people.

Same Racial' Plane.

It became known foday that the ad-
ninistration holds that this is the ob-
ject aimed at by Japan -and in some
quarters it is believed that Japan is
ready to sacrifice a nation-old prin-
ciple, that of permitting 'its citizens to
become mnationals of other govern-
ments, in an effort to force the United
States and the other Caucasian coun-
tries to accept Japanese as racial
equals. In fact, it is the general be-
lief that Japan will make an early
move to bring the question into the
open and demand that stéps.be taken
by the United States to place the Ja-
panese people on the same racial plane
as allens eligible for naturalization.

Before any decision is reathed by
the president with regard.to a reply
to the rejoinder, all the history and
laws relative to the question of Jap-

anese becoming eligible for citizenship
will be studied. !
