Ufeful regulations ought

to be preferred to pecuniary bounties. And no

encottragement can prefcrve the fiOieryif a fpeedy

fale is not found for the fi(h, when it is cured.

From the Independence of the United States we

have regained a coiifiderable market, which the

wifdom of our Councils may eafily regulate and

preferve, for our own fifliers alone.

Thefe interclling truths, at lead to a nation of

iflandcrs, will ftill more plainly appear, from the
