"T'wo or three
years ago the Dominion Government autn-
orized the formation of High Bchool Cadet
Corps, undertaking to arm them with the
discarded rifies and also to pay $50 a year
towards the cost of the drill instrucgion
of each company, Considerabie lucéeu
has followed these efforts. The boys have
taken to the drill very earnestly and with
‘marked success. Col. Aylmer, who In-
spected the cadets of the three local col-
legiate Institutes the other day, expressed
much gratification at the discipline shown
by the boys.
