A Day of Rejoicing.
The Morning Post, which 1s the only
paper printing the Che ¥oo message, says:
“To-day Is mot only a national rejoicing,
but It is aiso a day of congratulation for
all the powers of the world.”
What Does Germany Want?
Proceeding to discuss the probabilities
of a cessation of hostilitlés, The Morning
Pest assumes that the United States are
willing to abandon any idea of further
aggressive action; but it questions the dis-
position of Germany and the other powers
to agree to such a course.
No Request for an Armistice,.
The Berlin correspondent of The Morn
ing Post says he learns that no formal
roquest for an armistice has yet reached
the powers and that it is improbable that
any such request would be granted.

Looked After Their Empress,
Shanghal despatches say that Emperor
Kwang-su accompanled the Kmpress Low-
ager to Hslan Fu, much against his will,
Prince Tuan commanded the rear guard
of the Imperial escort, of which Bozers
formed 65 per cent. It was expected that
Gen. Tung Fuh Slang would follow after
the arrival of the allles, All the palace
treasures were sent to Hslan Fu.

After Obstinate Fighting.

Washingtdn, Aug. 17.—The ailied forces
have captured and entered Pekin in the
face of obstinate resistance, and the mem-
bers of the foreign legations are safd.
Official confirmation of the fall of the Chin.
ese capltal came to the Uuit-
el States Government to-night - In
the shape of two cablegrams, one from
Admiral Remey and the other from Con-
sul Fowler at Che Foo.

The cablegram from Admiral Remey came
to hand first, early in the evening, follow-
ed very soon after by that from Consul
Fowler, and the officlals, reallzing the great
public Interest in the events which it was
belleved had happened In Pekin, at once
fnade them public, :

Allies Took a Rest.

Previous information which has been re-
¢eived here showed that the allled armics
tcok possession of Tungchow on the 12th
Instant. From that clty to Pekin, the is-
tapce Is mot very great, not more than a
dozen mlles. It seems evident, therefore,
that the armies halted for a time at Tung-
chow, probably for the purpose of giving
the men a rest and to prepare for the at-
tack on the capital city in force, after wait-
lug until the rear of the advancing hosts
slould arrive at the front.

Were There Negotiations?

Possibly also the delay was tne result of
negotiations {naugurated Dy the Chlnese
officlals, looking to the delivery of th»
Ministers with @& Chinese or other
escort. If negotiations were attempted they
Wust have falled as the army continued on
its march and atacked the capital three
days after reaching Tungchow. The offl-
clals were aware of the fact that the
Stronghold of the Boxers was in the Chin-
¢se city and for the allles to attempt to
{force thelr way thru It, into the Tar:iar
city In which the legation compounds ure
located, might mean a great loss of life
and possibly a defeat, It was also known
that the Impertal troops, which have sided

the officials here, numbered 10,300 men, so
that the loss suffered by them was over 1
per cent. No mention is made of the losses
of the forces of the other armies, but it is
presumed that it was In proportion to that
suffered by the Japanese,

McKinley is Pleased.

The President entertained a number of
friends informally at dinner to-nignht,
among whom were several acqualntances
from Coanton. Later In the even:ng, as
soon as he heard of the news, Secretary
Root came in from the Country Club, ana
remalned for some time with the I'resi-
dent, discussing the latest Information
which had come to hand.

Nothing bas come to the War Depart.
ment direct from Gen. Chaffee, but the
Adjutant-General's office is inomentarily
expecting advices,

The officlals were on hand during the
evening, and walted until a late hour be-
fore leaving for home, without recetving
any despatches,

NO HOPE FOR TUAN,

Japanese Want This Man, as Well
as Several Other Anti-
Foreigners,

London, Aug, 17,~The- Chinese Minister
at Toklo, I.I Seng Toh, has telegraphed Li
Hung Chang, according to a despatch %o
The Times from Shanghal, that Japan s
willing to use her good offices In behaif
of the Empress Dowager and Kmperor
Kwang-Su, but is determined to prevent
the escape of Prince Tuan of Kang Yi,
President of the Board of War; of Hsu
Tung, Guardian of the Helr Apparent;
and of Chao Shu Chiao, Commissioner of

the Rallway and Mining Bureau.

“Li Hung Chang,' the despatch contin-
ues, ‘‘hag recelved instructions from the
throne to ask Russia if ghe is willing to
assist China to arrive at a penceful settie-
ment, and to give assurances that she has
no intentlon of annexing any part of Man-
churia, If the reply s favorable, Earl la
has orders to negotiate without delay. ¥im-
uitancously, the military Governor of Mau-
c¢huria will be directed to cease hostili-
ties.”

WAS OBSTINATE RESISTANCE
When the Allied Forces Attacked
Pekin But the City Was

Soon ‘Eptered. .

Washington, Aug. 17,—The Acting Secre-
tary of State makes the following plain
telegram received this (FrMay) evening
from the United States consul at Che Foo:

‘“Che Foo, Aug. 17, 1000—(Received Aug.
17, 7.55 p.m.)—To Secretary of State, Wash.
ington: 17th, Japanese admiral reports
allles attacked Pekin East, 16th. Obstinate
resistance, Evening, Japanese entered capl.
tal with other forces. Immediately sur-
rounded Jegations. Inmates safe, Japanese
loss over 100. Chinese 800. Fowler.”

The News Corroborated.

Washington, Aug. 17,—The Navy Depart-
ment to-night recelved the fcllowing cable-
gram from  Admiral Remey:

‘““Taku, Aug. 17, 1 a.m.—Bureau of Navl-
gation, Washington: Just recelved telegram
from Tien Tsin dated 16th, 10 p.m.: ‘le-
kin was captured on Aug. 15. Forelgn lega-
tions are safe, Detalls follow shortly.’
Remey."

FIRST'NEWS FROM BERLIN

That the Legations Had Been Re-
lieved and the Foreigners
Liberated.

London, Aug. 17.—The first definlte an-

nouncement of the rellef of the legations
came from Berlin, ‘“‘The allies have enter-
ed Pekin without fighting, The legations
are relieved, and the foreigners are llber-
ated.”

Such 18 the despatch received from the
German consul at Shanghal, and given out
by the Berlin Forcign Office at 1 p.m. to-
day.

How the Chinese Failled,

The collapse of Chinese resistance Is ex.
plained in despatches from Shanghal as be-
ing due to the fallure of the Chinese to
flood the country below Tung Chow. The
earthworks connected with the dam at the
Pelho were unfinished, and the canal at
Tung Chow was full of water, facilitating
boat transport, when the allles arrived
there,

First Signalled on Wednesday,

Signals between the allles and the lega-
tioners holding part of the wall at Yekin
were exchanged during the morning of Aug.
15 (Wednesday).

The French contingent was obliged to re-
main at Yangtsun on account of its {nade-
quate commissariat.
