Voting Will Be General and Thln
is No Limit to the Number
of Candidates,

London, Ont., Noy, 80.—For reply to ques-
ticns asked by the mayor and city solicitor
regarding the meaning of the Municipal Act,
the Attorney General has replied to the ef-
fect that the 12 aidérmanic candidates re-
ceiving the highest number of votes, irre-
spective of wards, are elected, which means
that nominations will be held at the Citv
Hall only, in place of the different wards,
a§ formerly. There is no limit to the num-
ber of candidates. Theéir names will all
appear on a general ballot, together with
the candidates for the mayoralty. Citizens
are entitled to vote for aldermen in evr‘y
ward in which they have property. of
course- theéy are only entitled to one voie
for mayor. Mr. Gibson’s recommendation
simplifies the situation greatly and voting
will be done aeccording to the lines laid
down by him, 8s he has promised to pro-
tect' the city by legislation, should any ac
tion be taken on the ground that the vot-
ing was not legal.
