The strong, keen winds pre\'amngf
during the latter part of the week have
Leen somewhat trying to the fall wheat, |
which is looking a little brown, but the
roots of the piants are said to be strong, |
and a vigorous growth is expected with|
the first warm rain. Up to date there
has bheen less heaving than usual of
¢ither fall wheat or clover. The latter|
crop is doing very well w here there w {
a good catch last season, W hich, hiow- |
ever, wag not general.

Manv farmers in Essex and Kent and
some in Norfolk seeded grain, chiefly|
oats and spring wheat during the week |
just closed. Considerable piowing and
discing was also done on high, well
drained land in various sections of the
province.

Bud.Freezing.

Norfolk is the only county definitely
complaining of orchard injury, many
peach orchards having suffered from
bud-freezing.

Kent predicts an increased acreage
of tobacco, and Haldimand also states
that there will he an extension of the
crop in that county.

Prince Fdward states that more peas
will be raised there, both for canning
tactories and for seed. Canners in Lin-
eoln have contracted as follows: "'u:
matoes, 50 cents a bushel; spinach, %35
a ton; bects, $40 a ton, and a few con-
tracts for strawberries at last year's
prices

Maple syrup is selling at
$4 a gallon. The run of sa
been comparatively light.

Hay, owing to the scarcity
keeps up in price, the price .per
ranging from $28 to $40 a ton.

Hogs are being marketed slowly
{rom $17.50 to $19 a hundredweight.

Many cattle are selling in an un-
finished condition, owing to the scarcity
of grain and the high price of mill feeds.
Young beef animals, however, are in
good demand, vealers selling at from
12 to 17 cents a pound. Oxford reports

As an example he quotes
gome local! expert workers on land as
being offered $1,200 for ten months’
employment.
