HIGH BILLS RESULT
OFTEN IN GAS WASTED

Kitchen Economy Tests Show
Modern Gas Range is Secret
of Small Expense.

Here, in a nutshell, is the secret of
true kitchen cconomy—a motto which
every gas range user would do well
to post on the wall of the kitchen,
Carefully managed, the modern gas
range will do. more and better cook-
ing, at less cost, tha) any other form
or type of cook stovd,

Unfortunately, however, the very
conyenience, ease and freedom of gas
nool{ln‘ leads many women-—new
users, especially—into = wastefulness,
In most cases the wasting is done un~
consciously,

The following simple rules and sug~ -

gestions, if studied and applied, will
be found very helpful:
(1) Have everything ready to cook
BEFORE LIGHTING THE BURN-
ERS. Place vessel over the flame
immediately after lighting. When
cooking is finished, always turn off the
gas BEFORE removing the vessel,

(2) Start boiling operations on the
large hurner of the range, but move

w1 to a small burner immediately
atter the bolling point is reached,
turning the flame of the small burner
down so that there will be just enough
heat, and no more, to keep the ligmd
boiling. Liquid, at the boiling point,
is as hot as it ever can be,

(3) Never use the large burner for
work when the smaller burner will do,
and never run a burner full-on when
half-on is sufficient, For ordinary =~
purposes, you should have just enough
flome to cover the bottom of the ves-
sel, as a large part of the flame whicn
pinys over tho sides of the vessel is
ahsolutely wasted, Use the very
small simmering burner as much as
possible,

(4) If you are in the habit of cook-
ing 2 variety of vegetables for a meal,
you should segure a compartment
cooker, or steamer, which can
heated over one small burner of the
range.

(5) When hzating water in a kettls
or wash boller, never put in more
water than you need, and do not allow
it to bhoil and hoil, As stated before,
weter at the bhoiling point, is as hot ar
it ever can be.

(6) Always turn off the oven burne«
ers 2 few minutes before the baking is
completed. A well-built range ' will
retain sufficient heat in the oven to
finish the baking.

(7) Do not use more than oné burn«
er to heat irons on ironing day, unless
yon require more than four irons. A
square iron heater which will hold
four irons, and can be heated over one
top burner of the range, should be

used, Or better still, get a gas iron,
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
