SEVEN INDICTMENTS
IN VICE CRUSADE

Police Inspector, Detectives
" and Restaurant Employes
Mist Answer Charges.

New York, April 8.~The vice /eru-
sadc in New York, which has gradu-
ally broadened into five distinet in-
vestigations, assumed substantial pro-
portions late today when the regutar
grand  jury returned indictments
against  Pelice Inspector Dominick
Henry., two of his plainclothesmen and
the proprietor and three employes of
a-raided west side restaurant com-
plained of in an Kaster.séermon by the
Rev. John Roach Straton of Calvary
Baptist Church.

Inspector Henry, who commands the

hundreds:of hotels, restaurants, the-
atres, caparets and dance halls, was
charged with neglect of duty.” Ac-
companied by his counsel, W. Bourke
Cochran, he was arraigned before
Judge James T. Malone of general
sessions, and held in $25600 bail for
pleading tomorrow' morning. Bail was
Quickly furnished. >

Others indicted were Detectives John
J. Gunson and Jos. Maloney, for per-
Jury;: Peter Galliotti, restaurant pro-
prietor, and three employes, Divolio
Canipa, Luigi Tusi and Callotta Vio,
all of whom are charged with keeping
a disorderly  house., Gunson already
is under indictment for ‘bribery and
extortion, i

The seven indictments today, which
make a total of ten since the vice agi-
tation was begun, were obtained . by
James E. Smith, assistant district at-
torney, the central figure in a series
of charges and, counter-charges grow-
ing out of his investigation of alleged
police connivance with vice.

Police Deal in Stocks.

Mr. Smith, it was learned today, has
had investigators in the flnancial dis-
trict endeavoring to learn the extent
to which policemen have been dealing
in stocks.

Records of certain transactions, sald
to have been brought to light, would
soon be laid before the *“vice” grand
jury, Mr.. Smith intimated tonight.
Figures were given out by . the dis-

| trict attorney’s office tending to show

that Inspector Henry has been a lib-
eral customer of Wall"street brokers.
Hie account with one broker on March
81 showed a balance of $21,438, ac-
cording to Mr. Smith.

The indictments were returned after
about twenty witnesses had testified
before the grand jury. Among them
were Chief Police Inspector John Daly,
Inspector Thomas McDonald of the
“vice squad,’” Rev, Dr. Straton, wWho
wasg in the grand jury room an_hour
and a half; Mrs, Grace Humiston, &
lawyer, and several court clerks and
police detectives.

Thus far five members of the police
department have been {ndicted in the
vice investigation, ColL Augustus
Drum Porter recently was indicted for
neglect of duty while' he was third
deputy police commissioner, and Fred-
erick Franklin, a plainclothesman, for
bribery and extortion.

It was announced tonight that the
grand jury would not meet again until
next week. Mr. S8mith, it was said,
would then be ready to proceed with
additional evidence and ask for other
1ndi9tments.
