that British exports largely exceeded 
those of the United States last month, 
while the imports were more than two 
and one-half times as great in value. The 
bulk of the exports consisted of manufac­
tured goods, their value exceeding $132,- 
000,000 in July this year, compared with 
$162,500,000 last year. This indicates how 
largely the population of the United King- 
dom, which ie only about one-half that oi 
the United States, is engaged in manufac­
turing industries and how largely these 
depend upon foreign markets.

How about the balance of trade in 
the two countries? In the United States 
the value of exports exceeded that of 
imports by about $16,800,000. At the 
same time we sent abroad about $2,000,- 
000 more gold than came into the country, 
and $2,000,000 more silver. How this “bal­
ance” of nearly $20,800,000 in merchandise 
and precious metals was paid for, or what 
it went to pay for, cannot be shown in fig­
ures, but it was something. On the other 
hand, British imports exceeded exports 
by $65,000,000 in that one month. Was this 
an “unfavorable balance?” It certainly 
did not consist of commodities paid for 
in gold, but for the most part it was re­
ceived in payment for services of shipping, 
hanking, insurance, etc., and as income 
from investment in foreign countries. 
.Great Britain has got rich largely on this 
“unfavorable balance of trade,” which 
consists not of debts owed, but wealth 
brought hit» the country and duly earned 
elsewhere.
