iNORTﬂCI.II‘FIi SPEAKS ON
CANADIAN NAVY

Ottawa, Nov. 7—Lord Northcliffe ad-
dressed the (\)ttawa (Canadian Club Satur-
| day ‘and touching upon the proposed Can-
adian navy, he advised Canadians to go
slowly and carefully, “~He warned them
that they would make mistakes and have
‘misfortunes. The British navy had reach-
'ed its present excellence through such
{lessons. The Japanese had developed. a
{ reasonably efficient. navy by following the
| English example and training its men in

the British fleet. .

‘ A navy, he said, was an extraordinary
{ mixture of tradition, scientific shell and
| discipline. The-British navy was the one
| which was worked most. It was ‘constant-
ily at eea. That accounted for the occasion-
i al disasters and the immunity of some
| other navies was, due .to the fact that
 their ships were never out of harbor.

As Canadians had more sea knowledge
and traditions than the Japanese, they
should be able to perfect a navy quicker
than Japan had done.

“But still I do not think you will be
able to do it as quickly, as some of your
{ newspapers -seem to think; some of them
{:tppear to be of the opinion that a mnavy
lcan be ' ordered like a dinner. You

Atonement. which has its headquarters at
St. Paul’s Friary, Fraymore; Fasssison-on-
the Hudson (N. Y.), has left the Episco-
pal body and has been received into the
Roman Catholic church.

The prior or superior of the order, Rev.
Father Paul James Francis, who was can-
onically attached to the Episcopal diocese
of Delaware, has been deposed from the
priesthood by Bishop Kinsman because of
his defection from 'that denomination.

Father Paul formerly resided in Del-
aware and was the founder of “The First
Order of the Society of the Amyemmt,”
which had for its object the edueation of
Episcopalians to regard the Pope as the
leadér and temporal father of Christen-
dom.

The Society of the Atonement will re-
tain its corporal and monastic existence
in, the Catholic church and will be attach-
ed to the Francoisian Order in the third
degree.

With Father Paul, the only priest in
the monastery, a number of lay brothers
go over to the Roman Catholic church.

DEATH IN STREET DUST

Washington, D. C., Nov. 7—That ap-
proximately 25 per cent of the deaths of
persons whose occupations expose them to
municipal or street dust and to general
organic dust, ave due to tuberculosis, is
the startling fact disclosed in a .bulletin
prepared at the bureau of labor by Fred-
erick L. Hoffman. Though the statistics
studied by Mr. Hoffman indicate that
municipal and general organic dusts are
less serious in their effect than metallie
or mineral dust, the consequences to
health and life, he says, are sufficiently
serious to demand most careful attention
to the whole problem of dust prevention
and removal.

According to insurance mortality ex-
perience, 25.5 per cent of deaths in occu-
pations with exposure to municipal dust
{ were due to consumption, and in occupa-
i tions exposed to general organic dust the
proportion was 23 per cent. As compared
| with these proportions, 14.8 per cent of
| deaths of males, 13 years of age and over
in the registration in the United States
| were from consumption.
