GOULD AND SAGE WIN

.. Joseph Ramsey, jr., Ousted from Wabash Directorate Because

He Protested Against These Men Being Also Directors.

~ of a Competing Line.

TOLEDO, Oct. il—Joseph Ramsey, Jr. fail-
ed completely today iu his effort to wrest
coftrol’ of the Wabash system from George
Gould. Not only was he utterly defeated in
all he undertook but he was forced from

the directorate of the road and now has
nothing whatever to do with its management
in any manner. He put up a hard fight and
struggled gamely to the last, but was 8o
hopelessly in the minority that he never had
= chance. He inl:aghe protests all hthrough the
meeting, not witl Teason as he
dex gd. of being an obstructionist, but be-
cause he red to lay the foundation for
any contest that might hereafter be made.

He took his defeat in a philosophical man-

ner saying:

“I think that with fairer treatment in the
caucuses I might have made a much better
showing than I did. In fact, I made a bet-
ter showing than the returns credit me with
There were several large blocks of siocks
and bonds that should have been voted for
me, but were given to Mr. Gould by the
election of inspectors. I believe that any
court in the land would declare that these
~otes are properly mine. 1 have filed pro-

s in all of those cases, not because I de-
/to be an obstructionist, but because I

to prepare for anything that might

T have not deermined wheth
er'@r:not to commence a contest, but noth-
ing of that kind will be attempted by me
immediately. I am not the kind of man to
employ destructive and obstructive tactics
wantonly.

%ay just now what the next step will be.

“There is one thing more that T wish to
say, and that is that I am not sorry that 1
entered upon this fight. I have not regretted
fisany time since I embarked upon it. ' The

3-,lo§|y thing I regret is that I was not elect-
ed.”

Mr. Gould was highly pleased with the
outcome.

“I am, of course, very glad that the mat-
ter'has terminated as it has” he declared.
*“There was not a moment in fact when any
other termination was possible. For all that
however, 1 feel happy that my administra-
tion of the road has received the emphatic
endorsement that it has. Further than that
J can say nothing. The result says more
than 1 can, and think it iz about Phln
enough for everybody to comprehend.’

Concentration of interest on the call mom-
ey market this week  has caused a good
many inquiries to be made as to how this
kind of business is handled. Many per-
sons, it developed, had a rather hazy idea
in iregard to its ‘‘machinery’”’ Some even
thought that the statement that call money

was paid for its use over night. They ev
ently confounded it with the premium which
is sometimes charged for the use of
that are bo .

There is some reason for this misunder-
standing. The ‘‘loan crowd" on the floor of
the Stock Exchange, where both call loans
are made and securities are borrowed for
delivery, is located at a single ‘‘post,’”’ trans-
actions of the one sort being made on the
one side and those of the other kind on the
other side of the post. The post is a con-
venient device to guide brokers in finding
the place. The rates for borrowing money
on call and for borrowing securities are
marked up on the bulletins suspended from
the .posts. . The quotations Serve as conven-
ient records for the guidance of business,
particularly when one does not want to re-
main on the spot all day. It can be seen at
a glance what the highest, lowest and pre-
vailing rate is,

When call money at the close on Wednes-
day went to 8 per cent., some of the brokers
dispited the fact, contending that if this
was the case it must have been for a nom-
inal amount. Investigation is said to have,
devel the fact that the :oan was for $30,-
000. ‘hereupon a member pointed out a
sew rule that no loan of less than $80,
would be regarded as establiShing an offi-
cial rate.

MAKING STEEL RAILS
(Bradstreet’s)

The duty of $7 per ton on steel rails com-
ing into Canada, which came Into effect on
December 1st last, has resulted in Canada's
dropping from the first to the lowest place
{ on the list of foreign steel rail customers of
the United States. In November last year
the U. S. Steel Corporation and its associat. |
es sent about 60,000 tons of rails into thlsl
country. During August of this year they
sent 380 tons. The duty prevented the Am-
erican manufacturers from making a bid
for any part of the order for 150000 tons re- |
cently given by the Grand Trunk Railway |
to the Dominion Iron & Steel Co. That the
steel rail industry is steadily growing in the
country is evident. The annual report of
the TLake Superior Corporation says that
company hopes to proirce 150,000 tons of |
rails during the coming year.
