The plaintiff said that he was sup­

posed to get all the money for this 
shipment. A meeting had been held in 
the Windsor Hotel in 
which the plaintiff, Friedman, Smith, 
Maurice Rotman, David Leond and 
the defendant were present. Messrs. 
Ratman and Leond, who represented 
the Providence concern said that they 
would not advance $15,000, as a part 
payment for a shipment of liquor.

The witness explained that they did 
not want him to hand over the money 
to Rabinovitch, who desired that 
amount to settle the storage account 
in this city, and who later dictated 
an agreement authorizing the witness 
to sign in on his behalf. This was 
also produced and read. The witness 
then told of returning to this city and 
learning that the Cold Storage man­
agement refused to allow them to pre­
pare the goods for shipment until they 
had received $10,000.

This sum was paid and the liquor 
was removed in C- P. R. cars and 
transferred to the schooner Mary Duff. 
The witness said the goods were 
valued at approximately $82,000- The 
witness said he did not get any of the 
money paid for this shipment. The 
boat sailed on that day.

Chic­
ago and Northwestern recovered 2% 
points of its ten point drop of yester­
day. National Lead, Kinney Tobacco 
and Corn Products extended their early 
gains to two points or more. The week­
ly iron and steel trade reviews report­
ed the appearance of buying orders for 
the first quarter of next year. Call 
money opened at 5 per cent.

Montreal Market.

Montreal, Dec. 12—Trading was dull 
and prices easier at the opening of the 
Montreal Stock Exchange today. Power 
was again the most active issue, and 
was easier, being off 1% to 139%. Shaw- 
iningan was off % to 122. Tramways 
was the soft feature of the first half 
hoar. This issue came out with an 
overnight loss of nine point* to ISO. 
Other price changes Included: Lake of 
the Woods off 1% to 166; Dominion 
Glass Pfd off 1% to 106% ; Brompton 
off % to 40%; St. Maurice up % to 
108%, and Besco common up % to 4%.

From present indications the prov­
ince of New Brunswick is going over 
the top big in the drive for the Prot­
estant Orphans Home. This morning 
there were received at headquarters 
most encoûraging reports from several 
points. Sussex, which had set as its 
objective $2,500, reported $2,600 in and 
still going strong. Gloucester did not 
get started until yesterday hut report­
ed $550 from Bathurst. Albert Coun­
ty reported $1,025 as a starter and go­
ing strong.

In St. John city the reports have 
filled the executive with confidence 
that the grand total will be at least 
$150,000, the amount pledged by the 
local committee, conditional upon the j 
balance of the province raising an equal 
amount. Without taking into considera­
tion the pledges secured by the Special 
Committee, the total raised by the ward 
workers was $19,450 representing 989 
contributors, or an average of about 
$20. Not a single ward fell below 
the average of $10, the minimum 
amount they were instructed to secure 
from each prospect. As there arc 14,- 
000 more people to see on the list of 
prospects including many of the peo­
ple who are expected to give the larger 
amounts the outlook for success is very 
promising.
