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Next Year Before New
Bridge Will Be Ready

Outlook at the Falls That Summer
of 1915 Will be Well Under Way
Before Traffic Rate Will be Estab-

lished

The completion of the spur line of
railway to the site of the proposed
bridge over the reversing falls has given
rise to increased interest not only by
residents of the West Side and Fairville
but also to many living in the city
proper who are lookin gtoward Lancaster
as a possible answer to the rent question
of the future.

It would seem as if those involved in
the construction of the bridge have not
been overly lively, judging by the rate
at which work has progressed to date.
No doubt most will remember that the
McVey concern who have the substruc-
ture to do, were somewhat late in get-
ting on the ground. Then that firm and
the government engineer were in dispute
for a while, the former being reported
as intimating that the substructure con-
tract should be carried on much faster,
while the retort was made that the gov-
ernment had hampered operations by not
having their part ready as expected, such
as tearing down houses on the city side

- of the bridge. This finally culminated
in' the government ordering the contrac-
tors to rush things forward and without

further friction. The advice has been
followed but in a very desultory fashion
and instead of the substructure being
ready for the steel people last fall it will
be a week or two yet before they can
start in.

True, every effort is being made now,
as far as can be learned, to expedite the
joh: but. evidently the hustle attitude
has been' assumed 'too ‘late, as no one
will predict now that the bridge will
be finished this year. It requires fine
weather conditions and comparatively
warm at that to lay the creosote blocks
i1. concrete, which is the composition of
the floor and this is likely to be the
drawback.

Work is now being rushed to get the
plers on the Fairville side completed, and
thus give the steel company a chance to
begin on that end first, then the sub-
structure on the St. John end will be
seriously tackled that the other span
may not be too long delayed.

All this, however, means another
winter with the old suspension bridge
in use, and probably the summer of 1915
well under way before final connections

are made for transportation purposes.

Advance Men Off To Camp Sussex

The advance party of the Army Ser-
vice Corps, under command of Major
McKean, with Lieutenants Olliphant, D.
B. Pidgeon, apd A. G. Rainnie assisting,
left this morning at 7 o’clock for Camp
‘Sussex. The members of the Canadian
Ordinance Corps under Major Anderson,
alsp went to the grounds today, and the
men of H. Company, Royal Canadian
Regiment, Fredericton, are expected to
reach camp from Aldershot where they
have been training for some few weeks.
Colonel W. M. Humphrey, A. A.G., 6th
Division, Halifax, will probably take up
his quarters on the staff as camp com-
mandant today.

On arrival at the grounds, immediately
all was activity for the work of pre-
paring for the coming of the larger
bodies early next week, and as rain was
threatened it was desirable to pitch the
lines before it fell. Stores were gotten
from the Ordinance Corps and the little
bell shaped canvas tents 'which will
house the troops for the next two weeks
were neatly arranged on the broad
stretch of green campus. In the supply

shed where are supplied the rations for
th¢ whole encampment of upwards of
8,000 men, the members of the supply
section of the Service Corps were busily
engaged in storing, cutting, weighing,
etc., and altogether it was a very busy
day. ‘
The main body of the troops will
reach the camp on next Tuesday, in
trains arriving from daybreak until
midnight, and all will be in readiness by
Wednesday morning for the active work
of annual training. On Monday ad-
vance parties from the various units will
encamp to prepare for the later arrivals
on the following day, which will include
two regiments of cavalry, the 8th Hus-
sars and 28th Dragoons; three batteries
of artillery, the 10th, 12th, and 18th;
Royal Canadian Engineers; four regi-
ments in the infantry brigade, 67th, 71st,
78, and 74th; No. 8 Field Ambulance;
No. 6 Signalling Corps; Army Service
Corps, and No. 2 Clearing Hospital.

Lieutenant-Colonel A. E. Massie left
today for Camp Sussex where he will
be on the camp commandant’s staff in
‘charge of the divisional train.

R. is that they must have , Yankee
watches. British time pieces are not
considered good enough for the ideas
of this ex-C. P. R. employe, and the
“loyal” Tories who were so strongly op-
posed to “truck with the Yankees” not
so very long ago, stand silently by and
see the preferences given to.things Am-
erfcan. Clocks from across the border
are now being installed in the stations
of the Intercolonial. Apparently, Brit-
ish clocks were not of a sufficiently high-
class order.

A circular has been sent out to the 1.
C. R. employes advising them that they
must equip themselves with watches of
American grades, giving a ‘description
of those desired. This may be most sat-
isfactory to the severa] Americans draw-
.ing fat salaries from positions given
them under Gutelius control, but there
are many of the men who are not in
favor of the idea. It seems difficult to
see why Yankee-made clocks should
have to be ordered also.

A report has been current to the ef-
fect that the management is now con-
sidering a return to the old twelve-hour
day system such as is in vogue on Am-
erican railways. This has not yet been
definitely decided upon, but if the Am-
erican preferences already shown can be
taken as a critegion, few would be sur-
prised if the arrangement would be es-
tablished.

Murray; Geo. Armstrong, D. C. Clark,
Geo, Maxwell and Captain G. N. Ken-
neally.

Geo. Bailey asked why a policeman
wis not doing duty in the vicinity of
Scaside Park as in former years, inde-
pendent of the two appointed by the
St. John Railway Co.

Councillor O’Brien replied that funds
had been voted to put the policeman on
duty on May 24, at a meeting of the
municipal council in January, and that
the Lancaster councillors were unani-
mously in favor . of Policeman Amos,
who had served sixteen years, but that
he understood Warden -McLellan and
County Secretary Kelley were not in
favor of his appointment; and so the
position was not filled.

Considerable indignation was express-
ed, and it was moved that Warden Mec-
Lellan be asked why the appointment
had not been made, This was carried
unanimously.

Andrew Colling made rather a telling
speech against incorporation at this
point, and James McMurray was heard
in its favor. The meeting adjourned un-
til July 16.
