Yor the last 110 miles of the journey,]
they had a broad flowing riwer to follow |
and on August 19 they redched York Fac-|
tory., They stopped there one day and
heurd that the day before they arrived|
a polar bear had wandered to the fort|
‘and had been shot, the huskies eating the!
flesh. i
Lord Grey inspected one of the harbovs|
at Port Nelson. *This,” the speaker said,
“does not strike the casual traveler as a|
very favorable site. There are two rivers!
which flow into the bay near there and]
some sand bars run far out into the bay.;
On August 20 we went on the steamer |
Earl Grey and started to' Fort Churchill,|
the other proposed harbor. At first sight!
this would look like ‘4 magnificent naturaI"
port but it is said there is not a great'
deal of deep water and rock prevents;
much dredging.

“From Churchill. on Auguft 23 we sailed
across Hudson Bay. Theré is no other
territorial sea in the world so large as
this. The day we crossedthe sun shone
brightly., In the straits we visited Pre-
fontaine harbor and after reaching the
most northerly point of Ungava we called
at Fort Burmal - Earl Grey entertained
the missionaries here ' and it is worth
while to have a governor:general who goes
around the country dropping a wourd of
cheer to the men who are living lives of
heroism unmarked by the great world.”

They stopped at St. Anthony, the head-
quarters of Dr. Grenfell. They found here
achools, a college and g hospital, over
whiich is one of the most-celebrated sur-
geons on the continent, Dr. Little. A
lady in the. hospital said to be a

find hap-
piness—service.

“Among the hills two miles from St.
Anthony we saw a- herdwof 800 reindeer.,
These have been introduced into Labrador
by Dr. Grenfell. He is doing a great
work not only for the fishermen among
whom he lives, but for the whole of Can-
ada. From the Bay of Islands, New-
foundland, we came to Sydney.

“The Hudson Bay route would mean a
great deal to the maritime provinces if
it. were opened up. Fort Churchill is
practically the same distance from Liver-
pool as Montreal. The shorter haul to
Fort Churchill from the west would mean
much to .the farmers thete. There are
great difficulties in the route, especially
from ice. This ice is not in Hudson Bay
but in the straits. The icebergs come
down from Davis Straits. This drawback
is so great that the route could only be
used about three months in the year, from
July 20 to November 10. “Archangel has
not a much longer season. Something is
being done to overcome this ice difficulty.
They might have Marconi stations and icel
breakers in the straits. A. good deal of
the wheat could be got out by the Hud-
son Bay-route. The G. T. P. will relieve
the tension but the more railways you
build the amount to bhe .taken away in-
creases faster than the power to move it.
It would be a great thing if they could
ship the manufactured products of the
east to the west. This js bound to be a!
great manufacturing country and the east-|
j ern provinces will become an organic part |
1 of the corporate body of Canada. The|
scheme will be pushed through.in’ the near!
future and T am sure it will result in the!
drawing closer together of the different
parts of the country.”
