Some idea of the international im-
portance attaching to Miss Blair’s
selection as Miss Canada can be glean-
ed in chatting with those who handled
her affairs at Montreal. While during
the beauty test locul press writers
and photographers were constantly in-
terviewing and “shooting” her it was
not until her cononation as queen of
the land the big drive of notoriety be-
gan, It was six o'clock on Sunday
morning before Her Majesty could
tumble into bed due to press of insis-
tent callers at her suite in the Mount
Royal Hotel.

Joseph, the Monte Carlo head waiter
in the grand dining hall, who had been
making amorous eyes to Miss St. John
for a week, honored her orders and
volunteered enchanting descriptions of
the dessert lists whenever she quizzed
him about the formidable food card,
rushed out to meet her as she ap-
proached and a table irr the very centre
of the big hall was already in waiting,
hezped with orchids. 'The orchestra
struck up “O You Beautiful Doll” and
those who observed the situation rose
in their places and bowed gracefully.
Little Winnie was right on hand with
the return compliment, her famous
smile and big liquid eyes performed
their most alluring functions. “Now fot
a good square meal,” whispered Miss
Canada to her chaperon for during the
week the langorous luxury of whole-
hour dining was not the happy privil-
ege of the busy queens.

After that it was a continual surg-
ing about Miss Canada and party
wherever she happened to go.

In
fact the Mount Royal Hotel staff had
e regular betting pool sold .containing
hundreds of dollars, the ,winners of
which held a little celebration in the
servants’ quarters early Sunday morn:
ing that for a few hours somewhat dis-
organized the otherwise perfect work-
ing of that greatest hotel in the Brit-
ish’ Empire.

Then came the plunging-into trunks
and their frenzied packing, a duty in
which the deft handling of filmy cloth-
ing was done by trained maids. The
porter staff were erect at attention in
the halls like any royal guard and a
full hour before train time, in spite
of the shortness of the remaining time
everything was ready for Miss Canada
boarding her train.

Invited to New York,

The last call made by the St. John
girl, her chaperon and staff was made
upon Manager Cardy and the United
Hotels visiting officials in the hotel’s

-executive suite. They were most grac-

icus hosts and General Kincade on be-
half of the corporation extended an
Invitation to Miss Canada to visit New
York as the guest of their hostelries.
To observing members of the St. John
party this little meeting of hotel mag-
nates and Miss Canada was a happy
augury in the. development of plans
that will place St. John even more
conspicuously on the map in a sur-
prisingly short time from now.

At the Windsor station a gru;t
crowd of St, John people and others
were on hand to bid our queen fond
adieus, there were the usual lusty
cheers, heaps of flowers, boxes’ of can-
dy and all that sort of tribute-bearing.
Cameras clicked, newspapermen edged
in for some more of those marrying,
movie-star questions and even when
Miss Canada threaded her way down
the aisle of the pullman between the
cheering groups of McGill basketball
players and skaters the ubiquitous par-
agraphers would not 'let go. When the
train started Her Majesty Miss Can-
ada pulled off her hat, threw it up in
a rack and throwing her arms around
her chaperon’s neck shouted with girl-
ish glee: “Now for degr old St. John
and mother.”

Here Are Traffic

Regulations For
Races at Park

The matter of trafic at Lily Lake
and its approaches is one' of import-
ance. H. Mont. Jones, chiarman of the
transportation committee, said this
morning very emphatically that no
vehicles would be allowed past the top
of the toboggan slide at the crest of
the hill leading down to the lake. He
strongly urged people not to attempt
to take motor vehicles out there.

All vehicular traffic to the lake will
be routed along Mount  Pleasant ave-
nue and will leave via the public gar-
dens. No parking will be allowed.
Owing to the depth of snow it is al-
most impossible to turn an automobile
between the top of Burpee avenue and
the end of Mount Pleasant avenue,
and Mr. Jones said that motorists go-
ing to the lake should not attempt to
take their cars beyond Burpee avenue.
If one car became stalled in the snow
it ‘'would hold up the whole thing.
Two automobiles were stuck in the
snow on Sunday, one near the toboggan
slide and the other in Mount Pleasant
avenue,| and considerable snow has
fallen since then. Once a car got off
the beaten track the least bit it would
stick, and the track is so narrow that
nothing else could get by.

It is earnestly requested that motor-
ists bear these things in mind and do
not try to motor to the lake. Traffic
policemen will be on hand to see that
regulations are obgerved. .

London, Feb. 13—The Ruhr ques-
tion was stressed in the address from
the throne at the opening of the par-
liament today. The address declared
that although the British government
was unable to concur or participate in
the Ruhr operations, it was acting in
such a way as not to add to the diffi-
culties of Great Britain’s allies.

The speech disposed of the U. 8.
debt question in one sentence, saying
that His Majesty welcomed the settle-
ment “which reflects the determination
of our people to meet their obliga-
tions.”

The remainder of the speech was de-
voted largely to an expression of the
hepe that the Turkish question might
vet be settled. It also touched upoh do-
mestic problems, = particularly - unem-
ployment. The session was opened with
the usual ceremonies of state. ~ " °

A small procession of the unemploy~
ed paraded the Strand and Whitehall,
with sandwich boards reading: “Out
of work,” and “we are deterniined to
see Bonar Law.” \

Hard Work For Government,

It is generally conceded that the gov-
ernment faces an exacting task. Its ma-
jority is only about 70 and its whips
will need special vigilance in view of
the' energetic attacks to which it will
be subjected by the strong Labor par-
ty, to say nothing of the Liberals.

The - Laborites make no attempt te
ccnceal that they are entering the ses:
sion in a spirit of aggression, determin-
ed to force the pace and arcuse parlia-
ment. in an unprecedented manner.

The British position in

Mesopotamia has a prominent place
among' Labor’s criticisms. Ag regards
the evacuation of Mesopotamia the La-
borites are not alone, for such a step
is being insistently demanded by many
other politicians.
° The attitude of the Liberals,—both
the Independents, led by Mr. Asquith
and the National-Liberals whose lead-
er is David Lloyd George, is regarded
as one of the burning topics of the
day. The Liberal position is somewhat
less clear than that of Labor, for it
is somewhat overshadowed for the mo-
ment by the question of a reunion of
the two wings, There are many Lib-
erals under both leaders who are eager
to reunite, but the ‘difficulties have not
yet been overcome.

Lloyd George is credited with a keen
desire to fuse with his old colleagues.
Howevet, many of the latter are rather
afraid of the liability of the former
premier’s recent political past for many
do regard it as a. liability and are
doubtful how he would use his posi-
tion in an united party. Nevertheless,
the general tendency seems to be tn the
direction of reunion. This has already
been virtually accomplished in the
House of Lords, where the Liberal
peers have agreed to serve unitedly un-
der the leadership of Viscount Grey.

The Ruhr situation is becoming par-
ticularly ‘difficult, involving as it does
the question of relations with France.
The Laborites and the Lloyd George
faction are already insistently demand-
ing the withdrawal of the British
troops from the Cologne area, and
would have Britain removed from any
responsibility in the French action.

France’s policy in the Rubr is nol
being well received by the country as
a whole, and it is thercfore believed
that Great-Britain’s position.of benev-
olent necutrality will be subjected to
vigorous attacks. .

TAYABLE ESTATE

Collection of Jewels Val-

Were Bequeathed to He
Children. : :

New York, Feb. 18. — Mrs, Edith
Kingdom Gould, wife of George J.
Gould, who died suddenly on Novem-
ber 138, 1921, on the golf course of the
‘Gould estate, Georgian Court, at
Lakewood, N. J., left a gross taxable
estate in New York of $1,690,020. The
net estate here ameunts to $1,5683,705.
Of this amount, more than §$800,000
represented the value of Mrs.. Gould’s
collection of jewelry. The valuation
shown in the transfer tax appraisal of
the estate filed i the Surrogates’
Court represents about sixty-five per
cent. of all the property ieft by Mrs.
Gould. : v

Mr. and Mrs. George Gould had two
residences in New York, one at 857
Fifth avenue, which they seldom o¢-
cupied, and the other at 177 East Sixty-
fourth street., Mrs. Gould was the
owner of both these propgrties, which
were valued at $788,000. In her will
Mrs. Gould devised' these properties to
her husband for life or until he should
remarry. Mr, Gould relinquished his
interest a long time before his re-
marriage.

Included in the record of the trans-
fer tax proceeding is a statement by
Jay Gould, a son of Mrs. Gould and
one of the executors of her will, in
which he tells of the mecessity of dis-
posing at sale of his mother’s great col-
lection of jewelry, which was part of
the residuary estate left to her chil-
dren.

These children, besides Jay Gould.
are Mrs. Marjorie Gould Drexel, Lady
Vivian Decles, Mrs. Edith Gould Wain-
wright, Miss Gloria Gould, Kingdon
Gould and George J. Gould, jr.

In telling of the meed of the sale of
the jewelry, Jay Gould said that the
brokerage fees for this sale would
amount to $50,000, and he asked that
that amount be deducted from the tax-
able value of the estate. This request
was held in abeyance by the Transfer
Tax_Appraiser.

The principal pieces of jewelry

New York, Feb. 18—The ambition of
Clara Held, 19 years old, to be graduat-
ed in the social service course of New
York University, which has kept her
pering over her books for months, will
never be realized. Three weeks’ illness,
its after-effects and worry over the in-
terruption of studies and fear that she
might fall behind her class caused the
girl to kill herself in her Newark home.
“\ Mrs. Lena Held, her mother, was in
the kitchen of their home in"the Am-
bassador apartments, 16 Johnson street,
preparing breakfast. Her daughter,
awakening shortly before, had' shown
she still was in the despondent state
that followed influenza. After trying to
cheer her daughter, Mrs, Held finished
the breakfast preparations, and bearing
a tray entered the girl’s room.

The bed was empty and Mrs. Held
quickly found that Clara had fled to
the bathroom, - She tried the door, but
found it locked. Moans came from with-
in and Mrs. Held beat upon the door.
Finally it swung slowly in'and Mrs.i
Held found her daughter collapsing on
the floor. The student’s throat was cut
and a carving knife was on the tiled
floor. The girl died on'the way to the
City Hospital.
