Dawes Report Safe

There were numerous conflicts be-
tween extreme Nationalists and Com-
munists in different parts of the coun-
try, two Communists and one Nation-
alist being killed in street fighting in
Berlin, but the elections on the whole
passed off In comparative quiet.

The heavy gains scored by the
Nutionalists, added to a strong Folkist
vote, gave rise for a time to some ap-
prehension in government circles, but
on the strength of returns up to noon
today it seemed the new Reichstag
would be sufficiently balanced to pre-
vent sabotage of the Dawes report.

London, May B—(British United
Press)—A further step towards the
solution of the long delayed reparations
problem is believed to have been
reached during the week-end, with a
visit by Premier Theunis and M. Hy-
amns to Chequers to confer with the
British Prime Minister. !

While these conversations were en-

New York, May 5.—To the list of
plain men made remarkable by caprice
of the sea has been added the name of
Clarence L. Staden, erstwhile able-
seaman on ‘the tanker Frederick W.
Weller, which arrived yesterday from
Panama.

Staden, adrift in the wide circle of
the Gulf of Panama, alone except for
sharks, fought the man-eaters hour in,
hour out, with the long blade of a
sailor’s jack until the steamer Dorset
{:icked him up. He had engaged in this

izarre Wwarfare with the blood-hungry
fish for twenty-three hours, had eaten
no food, had had no sleep, and, despite
all emerged unscathed. .

A note pinned to a forecastle post
reading: “Goodbye, Tanker Weller,”
was the first inkling Captain Samuel
Purdy, of the Weller, had that Staden
was missing. From the shelf above his
bunk his life belt was gone as well as
the knife the seaman had taken pride
in tempering. '

Staden, shipmates and. officers said,
was inclined to be melancholy, and
they offer this as an explanation for
his jumping overboard. The assiimp-
tion was. they said, that once adrift
fear of the sharks dethroned any other
thought and he desperately slashed and
stabbed at the encircling fins.

DAYS FROM LONDON

{ | Great British Airship Plan is

Recommended to The
British Cabinet.

(British United Press.)

London, May 5—The cabinet com-
mittee which has been sitting under
the chairmanship of Hon. JqH. Thomas,
colonial secretary, has concluded its in-
vestigations and has made certain
recommendations relative to the future
of the airship problem in Britain
which have been sent on to the whole
cabinet. If the latter accepts, work
will be begun immediately on the first
super-airship which will bring the
very remotest parts of the British
Empire within seven days of London.

This new airship will carry about
200 passengers and eleven tons of mail
and will have a speed of at least 80
miles an hour. It is expected that the
first service will be to India and Aus-
tralia, later linking up Canada, New
Zealand, China and South Africa with
this Initial route.

The new scheme is announced as 2
compromise between a purely state-
controlled service and the plan of pri-
vate ownership put forward by Com-
mander Burney. His scheme would in
all likelihood have been accepted but
for the heavy expense it involved, which
would hsve made it impracticable as
an independent enterprise.
