What a Leading Stevedore Has to Say
About the Rate of Laborers’ Wages

Following out the precedent of the
past two or three years the ship brokers
have again guaranteed to pay the mem-
bers of the Ship Laborors union, who
work at deal loading $4 per day for
steamers and $3 per day for sailing ves-
sels. These wages are to continue from
April 1st. till November 30th. The con-
sideration of the guarantee is that there
shall be no labor strikes during the sum-
mer months.

A leading stevedore who was seen by
a Gazerre reporter did not think that
justice was done the employers of labor
by the merchants or brokers. “ of
course. ” said he, “it is desirable to pre-
vent strikes, but in this case the brokers
are protecting themselves at the expense
of the stevedores. What right” he ask-
ed, “have the brokers to guarantee the
men that they will pay their wages?
By doing this and by endorsing every
thing the labor societies do they
take all the control out of the hands of
the stevedores who are the actual em-
ployers of the men. Supposing I hire &
crew of men, that crew, according to the
rules of the society, work on the ship
until the cargo is stowed. If I get a
lazy fell-w who won’t work Icannot dis-
charge him becanse of the merchants’
guarantee. In fact, the stevedore stands
in between the broker on the one hand,
and the laborers on the other. The
broker fixes not only the wages of the
men but the pay of the stevedore also,
and collects his commission all around.

“Freights, as everybody knows, are
lower this year than for a long time, but
in the face of this decline in freights
the merchants continue a rate of
wages the same as was paid last year.
We made no money last year—but in
some cages lost money. In the end, the
forman who worked for us and the men,
also, made more in proportion than we
did.

“ All that we want is a fair deal
That is,—if the merchant is willing to
pay high wages to the laborer we want
him to give us also a living profit. But
this he is unwilling to do. Forinstance,
he will take a contract from an irrespon-
sible man under the figures of a re-
sponsible man and then when the first
mentioned is unable to perform if, he
merchant who has already guaranteed
the wages of the men has to pay a high-
er rate than he originally contracted to
do. Butif a responsible man takes a
contract, win or lose he has to carry it
out. This cut-throat business on the part
of the brokers is very unfair to men in
the business.

LA GRIPPE IN THE SCHOOLS.

More Pupils Aitacked by it This Year
Than Last, Bui Not so Many Teache
ers.

The somewhat alarming prevalence of
influenza, of the la grippe type in St.
John this spring was shown a few days
ago in the Gazerre through = number of
interviews with leading pbysicians. It
will be remembered that a few of the
doctors said that the ma'ady attacked
more young people this year than it did
when it first came this way under the
foreign title “la grippe,” while older per-
sons were not affected to so great an ex-
tent as was then the case.

This view seems to be substantiated

by an interview which a GazerTe report-

er bad this morning with Mr. F. H.

Hayes superintendent of the city schools.

When-asked if la grippe had affected

the schools much this year he replied:

“Yes. Among the children it has
been even more general than last year.
I think that since the 1st of January ful-
ly 75 or 80 per cent of the pupils have
been affected by it in a greater or less de-
gree, and have consequently been absent
for periods running from two or three
days to ten days and three weeks;
according to the severity of the
attack. In some of the schools
the  attendance has not been
above 50 per cent during February
and March. But while the larger num-
ber of the pupils have been'affected this
year not nearly so many of the teachers
have had it. Since the 1st of Jauuary
only twenty-five teachers have been too
ill to teach, and none of them have been
