VANCOUVER DISCUSSED

Live builders.
The regulations governing the 

height of buildings is a most impor­
tant factor in the new by-law. Ac­
cording to it the following dimensions 
from the base must be observed : For 
buildings with skeleton frame, 
times; with masonry walls, 
times; with ordinary construction 2 
and a half times; and frame buildings 

' one and a half times. This also applies 
to wings of buildings the length of 
Which exceeds two and a half times 
the width. No wooden or frame build­
ing to be used for human habitation 
shall be erected or altered so as to 
exceed thirty-five feet in height, or on 
any street, lane or alley 
public place of less width than thirty 
feet. Every dwelling house shall be 
so located and erected on the respec­
tive premises as to provide for at least 
ten per cent, of the area of the pro­
perty free from all obstruction from 
ground to sky, and in no event shall 
such area be less than 300 square feet. 
Angular corner lots are excluded from 
this restriction and buildings on busi­
ness streets may coyer the whole area 

- for such of the storeys beginning with 
the lower as are used for business 
purposes. Rooms in apartment houses, 
hotels, tenements, lodging houses, etc., 
shall not be less than eight feet in 
height, and shall have one or more 
windows of an area of at least ten 
per cent, of the floor area. The above 
regulations do not apply to wooden 
buildings outside the fire limits.

Regulations are also contained in 
the by-law governing the erection of 
businers premises in proximity to resi­
dential areas, and stringent language 
Is employed to prohibit the use of 
theatres or churches 
whether temporary or otherwise, un­
less under the special circumstances 
mentioned in the by-law. In connec­
tion with theatres it is interesting to 
note that the vexed question df exits, 
staircases, balconies, etc., is fully gone 
into, together with the argument in 
favor ef the fire proof curtains extend­
ing right across the “mouth" of the 
procenium.

Paving Held Up.—The operations of 

the Canadian Mineral Rubber Company 
and the Worswlclt Paving Company, 
which, between them, are under con­
tract to pave practically the whole of 
the city, have been held up slightly on 
account of the bad weather. The hold­
up applies only to the paving, however, 
as the other departments of the work 
preliminary to the paving are being 
proceeded with as usual.

Vancouver, Nov. 8; -The court of ap­
peal opened Its sittings here yesterday 
by handing down eighteen judgments. 
The list was remarkable in that while 
it contained only eight judgments on 
which the court was unanimous, only 
two appeals were allowed.

The most Important Judgipent return­
ed was that of Charles ' Woodward 
against the city of Vancouver. Mr. 
Woodward was awarded $10,000 dam­
ages in" the Supreme Court for the 
flooding of the basement of his depart­
ment store through an alleged defective 
drain. Chief Justice Macdonald dis­
sents from the judgment Of Justices 
Irving and Galliher in this matter. Mr. 
Justice Galliher in his judgment says: 
"There Is no statutory liability cast 
upoij corporations to keep drains in re­
pair. as Is the case in regard to streets, 
and their liability, if any, 4s under the 
common law. I would allow the appeal 
and dismiss the plaintiff's action with 
costs here and below.”

In the appeal In Cummings vs. Van­
couver, the city was not so successful. 
William Cummings was injured In the 
first;- place hy falling through a hole 
left in the cement pavement on Hast­
ings street,,, and was given heavy dam­
ages. The city appealed against the 
verdict, but the appeal was dismissed, 
Mr. Justice Martin dissenting.

In the appeal of the B. C. Electric 
Company against the judgment of the 
lower, court-awarding heavy damages 
to the parents of a boy named Mueller 
killed by a fallen wire, the court was 
evenly divided, so that the verdict of 
tiie lower court stands.

The court was also evenly divided on 
the appeal of the licensing board of 
Prince Rupert against the mandamus 
of the Supreme Court compelling them 
to renew Mr. Prudhomme's hotel li­
cense. Mr. Prudhomme is; therefore, 
entitled to retain his license.

Other cases remain as they were with 
the exception of Daudebon vs. Roum- 
egos, which arose out of a dispute be­
tween the partners In the French bak­
ery lu this city. The matter came up 
first before Judge Grant. It concerns 
Hie taking of accounts between the 
partners rather than anything else.
