$'T¢ was a dreadfol fight, John Nur-
tom, ; We weut intd 1t & thousand war-
“yiors On & side,and in eitherarmy were
twenty Chiefs of fame. We fought the
‘fight at' Mataelotis, whtre at sumset, we
met the Esquimaux cowming up- as we
were going down. The Moutignais
headed the war. The Mountaineers
whose fathers’ wigwams stood at Mame-
lons had fought the E:qnimaux a thou-
sand.. years and-.both had wrongs to
right. My father died that summer
and I, fresh frour the ficlds of France,
headed my tribe. You know how small
it was : the lust remnsnt of the old
Lenape rooty but-every man a ~warrior,
T knew not the right or wrong of it nor
did I care. I only knew our tfibe was
ed to the Nashquapees of fruzen
ngava, aud thiey were allies of the
Mouutaiueers, and hence the tight held
us to its edge. That night we slept
under trunce, bug when the sun cawe
uwp, weht at it. I see that morning
mow: ~The sux from out “the  eastern
wearovered as blood. Ths Nashqua-
pees; who lived as Atbeiits without a
medicine man, cared not for this; but
the Prophet of the Mouutaineers paint-
ed his face and body' black as night,
tore his blanket into shreds and lay in
the sand, as one dead.

This living and dead, friend and foe,
we lay together, our faces plunged into
the coarse gravel, our hands- clutdhing

“shelter. So both wars clung , to the
ground for an hour’s space. Then,
suddenly, the suh rusheld out, and,
shpking sand from_eyes and hair, and
spitting it our  mouths, at it we
‘went i, It was an awful fight
qhniqmm, and more than once, in

‘the mad midst of it, amoke-blinded und
{sand-choked, I thought of you and fan-
cied I heard your rifle crack.”

sand-years, and we;-» thousand on eac!
side, one for each year, fought on the
sands, while above, below and around
us, the dead of a thousand years, slain
in the fend, fought tvo.” Bl

“‘Nay, nay,” exchaimed the Trapper.
¢Chief, it cannot be. The dead fight
not, but live in peace forever, praise
be to God,” and he bowed.his head
reverently, e

"« Thet is your faith, not mine, John
Norton, for I hold to ah older faith;
that men, by a knife’s thrust are net
changed, but go with all their passion
with them to the spirit land, and there
build upwards en the old foundations.
And 20 [ say again; that the dead of a
thousand years fuught in the air above
and around us -on that.day at Mame-
Jons. ' For'in the pauses of the wind,
we who fought on the otherside, hear
shrieks and shouts and rushing d
as of ten thousand oharging feet, and
over. k. were roarings- and-. bellowings
and hullow noises dreadful to hear, and
through all the battle went the word,
that **the -old dead were fighting tou,”
and that ‘made us wild.

ent the battle, the fathers and the
sons, the dead and the living, hard at
it. The waters of the Saguenay, a
thousand feet below, were beaten into
foam by the rush of fghting feet and
the roaring -of a great battle filled its
onth, _lts-derk tide whitened with
strange death-froth from shore to
shore; while ever and anon its surface
shivered and shook. wnder us on
the _higa. crest, cloud wrapped, the
earth trembled as we fouglt, so that
wmore than once as we stood clinched,
we two, the foe and I, still gripped for
death, would pause until the ground
grew steady, for its tremblings made
us dizzy, then clinch the fiercer, mad
with a great madness, at being stopped
in such death grapple. Under us all
the long afternoon the great mounds
rose and sank like waves that have no
base to stand upon. The clouds snow-
ed ashes. Showers of mud fell. The
air we breathed stank- with brimsione
and burnt bones. Anud stiil it thicken-
ed and still both sides, now but a seat-
tered few, fought on until at last with
a crash, asthe world had split apart,
darkness, deep as death, fell suddenly,
80 that eyes were vain, and we who
were not dead, unable to find foe, slood
still.
