The potato
shed, before mentioned, is the plice where
the potatoes are first put, from there to the
cellar, where they are washed, then grated
and sent to the tack rooms. They are then
pumped up to the cisterns, where, after
settling for twenty-four hours, the water
is pumped off them ; the grains are sent
to the grainery. The starch is then broken
into fime pieces and taken in barrels to the
dry-house, where it is put on the kilns to
dry. Afteritis bagged up and sent to
market. It is used principally in cotton
factories. Each bag contains two hundred
pounds. They use from ten to fifteen hun-
dred bushels of potatoes a day.
