Perhaps the greatest of all social mis-
takes is to bo continually talking about
oneself.

If wo could only convince
ourselves that we are not always the
pivot of our friends’ and acquaintances’

Visitors From Spaoce.

Whatever be their origin, it would
seem that these solid bodies (meteorites)
are hurtling through space at velocities
which may be anything between 10 and
40 miles & second. If they come near
enough to this earth to be attracted by
it, their course is changed, and prosent-
ly they enter our atmosphere. The re-
sult is & sudden check to their speed,
owing te the intense resistance and fric-
tion engendered by contact with the air
particles.

What happens may be likened to the
sudden application of the wooden brake
block to the rapidly moving whesl of
an express train. Heat is generated in
exchange for motion, and the trail of
sparks from the checked wheel is rep-
resented in the checked meteorite by a
luminous trail. We commonly call it a
shooting star, and if its mass be small
it is possibly altogether dissipated in
heat and gas, or it may ultimately
find its way te our earth as dust. Such
‘““meteoric dust’’ has been found on the
eternal snow of mountains, where dust
of the ordinary type would be impossi-
ble. If; on the other hand, the mass of
matter be large, its surface only will
be affected by the sudden heat gener-
ated, and it may fall to the ground en-
tire or possibly explode and be scattered
in fragments over & wide area.—Cham-
bers’ Journal

2 The Blue Hole of Kontucky.

Monitors aad Torpedo Boats.

A monitor is a peculiar battleship,
having a low freeboard, light draft and
flush deck and guns mounted in heav-
ily armored revolving turrets placed on
the deck. A monitor is & floating bat-
tery more than a ship and derives its
name from the first of the class ever
constructed, which battled with the
Coufederate iromclad Merrimac in
Hampton Roads. The original Monitor
was described. as resembling a great
cheesebox on a plank, but it did vala-
able service and revolutionized naval
warfare.

Torpedo boats are the racers smong
the war vessels. They are swift, small
craft, designed to launch torpedoes near
large vessels. In order to do its work
properl$ tha 0 boat must go close
to the objeot of its destructive designs,
and having placed the imstrument of
destruction in position its next object
is to get away and out of the reach of
the ememy. A torpedo boat must be
small, and the men who form its small
crew must be absolutely fearless.

A torpede boat catcher is designed
expressly to catch or te destray torpedo
boats. Inorder to be fitted for the work
the boats are larger than the torpedo
boats. They can make batter time and
carry heavier armament

Vicieus Bluefish,

The greatest enemy to the best spe-
oies of fish is found in the vicious, vo-
racious and dangerous bluefish. In size
ordinarily as long as your arm, with
teeth like barbs, he can smap in halves
a fish of his own size, and nearly all
fish stand in mortal dread of him. Gen-
erally traveling in schools—sometimes
as much as five miles in length—they
will in short order decimate a school of
shad, spot, menhaden or such like. In
his stomach can be found numbers of
smaller fish, according to size.

We have opened ome which contained
a trout of almost his ewnm size, while
another contaimed & shad nearly as
large. Still others are found having
within themselves one or more of their
own species of smaller size. But their
destruotiveness does not end here. We
have seen them behind a school of shad,
spot or menhaden, and sometimes schools
of mackerel and ood, snapping and
slashing their prey until the water was
all a-foam. They eat until they can hold
no more, but their vicieusness is not
abated. With a snap a shad is sundered
and spit ont, and the mext shares the
same fate. They never tire, and the fish
destroyed, but unbeaten, cover the sur-
face of the water.—Exchange.

Cleanliness.

One of the most important factors in
maintaining bealth in good order is
oleanliness. Itiscomprised in measures
that tend to keep the organs clean and
in. preper order to perform all their
fanctions. The oleanlincss of the skin
and the air (purity of the air) that we
hreathe in are essential for the proper
keeping of one’s health. Any impurities
that are takem in breathing find their
way to the blood, and thus serve so
many centers of disease and are the
cause of many infections diseases,
Again, if the skin is not kept clean the
impurities that are to be seoreted are
unduly accumulated in the blood and
tend to give rise to severe and often
dangerous disorders, such as skin dis-
eases and blood poisoning.—New York
Ledger.
