Island will be huas up. On this work 
upwards of seventy men are employ­
ed. They are being paid at the rate of 
11.1» per day of ten hours and want 
more. On the C. P. R. extensions, la­
borers are paid $1.86 for nine hours 
work and are not in a continual state 
of suspense. The I. C. R. laborers go 
on at seven o'clock in the morning 
and knock off at six In the evening, 
with the usual npon hour for dinner. 
Before obtaining employment on the 
Gilbert's Island work, would-be labor­
ers have to be recommended by three 
or four leading liberals, and while In 
the government employ the men are 
afraid to open their mpuths, as upon 
the least excuse they would be dis­
charged to make room for others. Un­
der these conditions the poorly paid 
employes dare not speak openly to the 
pfflcials in charge of the work. Every 
man in the gang is afraid of losing his 
Job on account of acting as spokesman 
for the party. It Is said, however, that 
unless the working hours are reduced 
or the rate of wages increased, the 
whole crowd will gp on strike. The 
men do not make any unreasonable 
demands, but they want either $1.18 
for nine hours work or $1.30 for the 
present day of ten hours. For the 
consideration pf this matter the I. C. 
R. management are allowed until Wed­
nesday evening, and It nothing Is done 
the men will probably go on strike.

W. G. ROBERTSON DEAD.
Division Freight * Agent of I. C. R.

Passed Away Last Evening.

Robertson, dlvlslpn 
freight agent of the I. C. R., died 
denly between 10 and 11 o’clock last 
evening, at his residence, No. 3 Elliott 
Row. The news came as a great shock, 
for during the morning he had been at 
his office. King street, as usual. About 
1 o'clock he went tp his house, stating 
that he was feeling weak. He remain­
ed in the house for the rest of the af­
ternoon, and after supper retired. He 
continued to grow weaker and Dr. 
Thomas Walker was called, but all 
that could be done was unavailing.

Mr. Robertson, whp was the son of 
a former station master at Moncton, 
learned telegraphing In 1868. He work­
ed as an operator and entered the em­
ploy of the I. C. R. when that road first 
opened. Coming to St. Jphn he acted 
as private secretary to the late Louis 
Carvell, and later acted In a similar 
capacity to the general superintendent 
at Moncton. In 1874 he was appointed 
station master at St. John, serving as 
such In both the old and new stations, 
and discharging hls duties most ac­
ceptably. Until 1896 Mr. Rpbertson 
was station master here, when he re­
ceived the appointment of freight ag­
ent. In 1898 he was made division 
freight agent, continuing In the same 
until his death. Deceased was a past 
master of the Masonic order, and was 
at one time vice-president of the I. C. 
R. Insurance Association. Of this body 
he was also a charter member, con­
tinuing membership fipm its com­
mencement until Its amalgamation in­
to the present Employes' Insurance 
Association.

Mr, Robertson was 57 years of age, 
and a native pf New Brunswick. He 
leaves a wife, one son and one daugh­
ter, James and Edna, both of whom 
reside in the city. Hls wife was a Miss 
Quinton, daughter pf the late James 
Quinton, of Lancaster, and brother of 
W. A. Quinton, steward of the Provin­
cial Lunatic Asylum. A brother was 
T. Nlsbett Robertson, who died sever­
al years ago.

EQUITY COURT.

A Number of Cases Were Disposed of 
Today.

In the equity court today, before 
Justice Barker a number of cases were 
taken up.

In Ayer v. Estabrooks et al, the bill 
will be taken pro confesao against all 
the defendants except those answering, 
and as proved, against the Infants. It 
was ordered that the lands in ques­
tion be sold in parcels as follows: 1st, 
The Alderbrook marsh as described In 
sectlpn 2 of the bill. 2nd, The Fïsh- 
ware lot of march as described In sec­
tion 3 of the bill. 3rd, Lots A, D. and 
F, separately, as described In section 
4. Out of the proceeds will be paid the 
taxed costs of the plaintiff and of the 
defendants, Melaneon, Estabrooks and 
Rebecca Ayer, who appeared, including 
as a part of the plaintiff’s qosts, the 
expenses of selling and completing the 
sales. Half of the proceeds of the 
sale of the Fishware lot will be paid 
to the defendant Allison Estabrooks, 
and the balance of the total proceeds 
will be divided among the parties tp 
this suit according to their respective 
Interests.

In the Bank of Montreal v. Ellen 
Dunlap the exceptions were over-ruled 
and the report of the referee confirm­
ed. Further consideration Is reserved.

In the case of Henry R. Emmerson, 
executor and trustee under the will and 
testament of Thpmas Keilloe, v. A. 
Clark Brownell, et al, W. H. Trueman 
moved for order for sale and that the 
bill be taken pro confeeso as against 
defendants and as proved against the 
Infants. E. R. Chapman, solicitor for 
Joseph A. McQuefen, E. Allen, and 
Charles A. McQueen, consented.

It was ordered that the bill be tken 
as prayed fior, that the amount due on 
the assignment of mortgage be assess­
ed at $1,299.40, up to July 7th, and on 
the original mortgage to the same date 
at $1,624.31, that the premises be sold 
and out of the proceeds the plaintiff to 
be paid $1,299.40 with accrued interest 
and plaintiff's costs, the remained to 
be appropriated in paying to McQueen’s 
executprs the balance on the original 
mortgage.

He was 
among those selected to attend the 
coronation, and went to England last 
month as a member of the coronatlpn 
contingent. Now, for the second time, 
he Is again chosen as one out of only 
thirteen men to represent Canada at 
the coronation. It seems fitting that a 
soldier who was only a couple of years 
ago rejected by Dr. Borden as being 
unfit for service in Africa should now 
have the opportunity to refuse that of­
ficials’ kindly pffer to represent Canada 
In England.
