Horticuttural ~ Soclety Ifnlng
Wonders - With  Limited
Appropriation, But  More

Rockwood Park has greeted a large
number of visitors during the past few
days. There was an especially large
crowd at the resort on Sunday.

The beauty spots at Rockwood have
started to don their customary sum-
mer aspect, while Lily Lake, to the
visitor, looks as pretty as ever.

‘The Horticultural Society are realiz-
ing that their lessened income will not
last as long as usual, and they are en-
deavoring to be as economical as pos-
sible in the expenditures for work in
the park. The council has allowed the
society $2,000 to assist in carrying on
the work of beautifying the park, This
sum Is but half the customary grant
and there is a feeling that something
should be done to secure sufficient
funds to keep the resort in thé best
possible copdition, * It is quite proba-
ble that the common council will again
be approached and asked to contripute
another ‘grant to the soclety.

G. 8. Fisher, President of the Horti-
cujtural Society, when spoken to by a
representative of the Star, stated that
he felt there should-be mno lack of
funds available to beautify the park.
The society is under heavy expense at
present. The cost of maintaining the
bears, fowl and other animals at the
park would reach fully $600.

The society has been compelled - to
employ but two men, and the caretak-
ers have a large amount of territory |
to cover. Nevertheless the various
walks and lawns in the park are being
kept in fairly good condition.

Mr. Fisher expects that during July
and August there will bé & large num-
ber of tourists visiting the park, and it
is important that the park should then
present as attractive as appearance as
nossible. .

The public zardens at the park en-
trance are already heing made to don
‘their beautiful aspect. The ahsence of
rain has been hard upon the “awers,
but the gardener states that the rain
on Saturday did much to hélp them.
~The.~present. dry. spell -has also given
a few brush fires a chance to spread.
In scveral parts of the 'wecods slight
blages have sprung up. Howevar, the
caretakers were soon upon the scene
and extinguished them befire any
great damage was done.

Rockwood has its customary attrac-
tions -and these are being liberally pat-
ronized.

BUFFALO, N. Y., June 18.—Major
Richard@ Sylvester, chief of police of

Washington and spresident of the In-
ternational Assoclation of Chief of
Police, in opening today’s convention
of that oragnigation declared that it
was a source of gratification to ob-
serve that the tendency in policing
throughout the country is decidedly in
the direction of general uniformity and
it must follow that the efforts of this
association will within the next few
years redound m the evolving of one
general system, this however, on the
hypothesis that those engaged in the
conduct of state and municipal affairs
will encourage our efforts in that di-
rection.

Fred Kohler, chief of police of Cleve-
land, Ohio, addressed the convention
on the “Golden Rule” policy, of mak-
ing or not making arrests, which has
been adopted by the department of
which he is tké head.

The “Golden Rule” system, which the
speaker said has now been In success-
ful oneration for seventeen months,
grew out of the speaker’s observation
of police court routine. He had seen
daily an almost endless procession of
prisoners, including a large percentage
of juveniles, . charged with minor of-
fences. A large proportion of whom

thelr cases had been sifted. These lat-
ter went away, but bearing the stigma
of police eourt, which humiliation in
itself enhanced the possbility of a sec-
ond arrest. Incident to these arrests
were the inevitable groups of aged and
Wweeping parents, distressed wives, with
babes in their arms, friends of the ac-
cused tempted to commit perjury in
their behalf, and a!l these frecuently
helped aloag the game of blackmail-
ing witaesses, shyster lawyers, pro-
fessionut bondsmen, ete. A systematic
enquiry extending over a considerable
period econvinced Chief Kohler that
many of these first offenders were not
s0 bad after all, and that most of them
had eommitte.. their offences through
thoughtlessness, or in & spirit of frolic
and misckief. Firm in the conviction
that the policeman is the best judze
and should pe the final judge of first
offenders, the Cleveland chief set about
to constitute every officer a sort of a
maglistrate who should pass upon min-
or offenses before bringing the offend-
er before a formal court of justice. The
result he said had been to decrease the
arrests two-thirds in a year's time. In
the face of this decrease known crim-
inals had suffered for the reason that
more time was permitted for the police
to ferret out the real enemies of so-
ciety,

And Immigrant Problems Discussed a
Charlties Conferenca,

BUFFALO, N. Y., June 16— "“Health
and Sanjtation” was the first subject
discussed at today’s conference of the
National Conference of Charities and
i Correction. In the absence of Dr. Har-
vey W. Wiley, of the Department of
Agriculture, Washington, Dr. Wilson,
of Philadelphia, read a paper prepared
by Dr. Wiley on “The Food Supplies
of Charitable and Semi~Charitable In-
stitutions.”

C. F. Langworthy, expert in nutrition
of the U. 8. Department of Agricul-
ture, reported the reSults of recent in-
vestigations of the dietaries of such in-
stitutions.

On the subject of “Immigrants,” Mrs.
Jos, T. Bowen, President of the Juven-
ile Protective Association of Chicago,
fired a broadside of criticism at the
police department of the average Am-
erican city.

' REVOLUTION PROBABLE ,
IN HONDURAS

_Anangems Grisis— Provinces in Revolt
—Depesed President Preparing
fo Relurn.

NEW ORLEANS, La. June 16—The
Times editorial today says: Events
are marching on towards revolution in
Honduras, according to despatches re-
ceived yesterday by the local business
| houses engaged in Central American
trade. The country faces a most dan-
gerous crisis probabiy the most serious
since the fall®of General Bonilla in 1906.
The despatches says that Laceiba and
the northern coast provinces of the un-
settled country are in open revolt and
have sent emissaries to New Orleans
to persuade Bonilla to return and take
possession of the governmeut. Davilla
has appealed to the State Department
of the United States and the U. S.
gunboat Paducah is patrolling Caiba
Harbor to prevent sanguinary out-
breaks.

Genera] Bonilla is in New Orleans,
and it was stated yesterday that he
had secured his passage to Belize,
Honduras, for next Thursday, as also
had Dr. Faust® Davila, a step-brother
of President Davlla.

EMPERORS OF RUSSIA AND
GERMANY MEET TOMORROW

Matters of Great Infernational

Importance fo he Discussed
—The Present Situation
Not Likely fo be Changed.

ST. PETERSBURG, June 16.—Prem-
ier Stolypin, Foreign Minister Iswol-
sky, Count Von Pourtales, the German
ambassador, and the German military
and naval attaches left here today on
board the Russlan imperial yacht Polar
Star to join Emperor Nicholas in
Pitkapas Bay, where the meeting be-
tween Emperor Nicholas and Emperor
William of Germany will occur tomor-
row. Emperor Willlam already is on
his way to the rendezvous.

Pltkapas is a lttle retired bay on ths
south coast of Finland abomt sixty
miles from St. Petersburg, It hea
been chosen by Emperor Nicholas ad
his summer yachting headquerters om
account of its climate, natural beau:
ties ,and seclusion, a few Finnish vil«
lagers being the only inhabitants of
the region. The meeting of the twe
emperors in 1906 occurred in this same
vicinity. All the conferences and fes«
tivities will be held on board ths
yachts Standart and Hohenzollern, tha
former with the Russian emperor and
the latter with the German emperor on
board.

Information gleaned from ¢ ond
Russo-German sources outbears the in.
timation conveyed in these despatches
when the meeting was first announced
that the importance of the visit lles in
the manifestation that the friendly re-
laticns between the two empires have
not suffered by the recent friction over
the Balkan situation. No change in
the grouping of the powers or general
lines of policy is contemplated, and it
may be stated in this connection that
the widely heralded “menace of war”
with which Germany ended the Balkan
crisis, really consisted in mediation,
undertaken at the initative of Russia,
to prevent an Austro-Servian conflict.

It is expected that the conferences
between the two monairchs and thelr
ministers will touch upon a number
of questions in which Russia and Ger-
many are jointly finterested, notably
the Polish problem and the ultimate
policy with regard te the Balkans and
Turkey. The <Cretan question also
may be incidentally discussed. It is
authoritatively denied, however, that
the reports from Persia will be taken
up. Neither will Emperor William en-
deavor to mediate between Austria
and Russia. The recollectidn of the
recent conflict is still too vivid to jus-
tify an attempt to improve the rela-
tions beiween these two countries.
Emperor Nicholas may question Emper-
or Willlam in the matter of technical
development of the German navy.
