Men of all ‘occupations a.re to be
found in che assemblies of the’ house
of God, but in these days of extensive
business operations a large proportion
are engaged from Monday to Satur-
day night in bargain making. In
many of the families across the
breakfast table and the tea table are
discussed questions of loss and gain.
You are every day asking yourself:
“What is the value of this? What is
the value of that?’ You would not
think of giving something of greater
value for that which is of less value.
You would not think of selling - that
which cost you $10 for $5. If yoir:had
a property that was worth $15,000, you
would not sell it for $4,000. You are
intelligent in. all matters of bargain
making. Are you as ‘wise in the
things that pertain ‘to the matters-‘of
the soul? Christ adapted his instruc-
tions to the circumstances of those .to
whom he spoke. When he talked .to
fishermen, he spoke of the gospel net.
‘When he talked to the farmers,.he
said, “A sower went forth to sow.’
‘When he talked to the shepherds he
told the' parable of the’ 'lost’'SHeep.
And am I not right, when speaking to
an audience made up of bargain mak-
ers, that I address them in the words
of my text, asking “What shall it
profit a man 'f he shall gain the whole
werld and loose his own soul?”

I propose, as far as pocsible, to esti-
mate and compar2 the value of the
two proporties.

First, I Have to say that the world
is a very grand property. Its flowers
are God’s thoughts in bloom; its rocks

Phis world is God’s child—a wayward
child, indecd.

us. that it is already on fire tl;at ‘the
heart of the world is one great living
ooal; that it is just liké & ship on fire
‘at sea, the flames mot bursting  out’
because the hatches are kept down.
- And yet you propose to palm off on
me, in return .for my soul, a world
for whigh, in the second Dplace, you
can give no insurance. “Oh,* you
say, ‘‘the water of. the ocem will
wash - over all the land and put out'
the fire.”” Oh, no. There are inflam-
mable elements in the water, hydro-
gen and oxygen. Call oft ‘the hydo-
gen, and ‘then the Atlantic and the
Pacific oceans would blaze like heaps
of shavings. You want me to take
this world, for which you can give no
possible insurance.

Astronomers have swept their tele-
scopes - through the: sky and have
found .out that there weré 15 worlds
in the last two centyries that have
disappeared. At first they lcoked just
like other worlds, . Then. they got
.deeply red—they were on fire.- © Then
/they got ashen, showing they were

burned® down. Then they disappear-.

ed, showing that even. the ashes were
scattered. And, if the geologist be
right in his prophecy, then our world.
is to go in the same way. And yet
you want me to exchange my soul for
it. ' Ah, no, it is a world that is burn-
ing now. Suppose you brought an in-
surance agent to look at your pro-
perty for the purpose of giving you
a policy upon it and while he ‘stood in
front of the house he: showldi<isay,:
“That hoise is on . fire. now in the
basement,” you ciuld not get any in-
surance upon it. -Yet you talk about
this. world as though it were a safe
investment, as though .you could get
some insurance upon it, when down
in the basement .it is on fire.

I remark, also, that this world is a
property with which everybody who
has ‘taken it as a‘possession has had:
trouble. Now, between my house and
my church in Brooklyn: there was a
reach of land which was not built on.
I asked what was the matter, and they
replied that everybody who had any-
thingto do with that property gotinto
trouble about "it. It 'is just so with
this = world—everybody that has had
anything to do ‘with it as a possession
has been in perplexity. How was it
with Lord Byron? Did he not sell his
immortal soul for the purpose of get-
ting the world? Was he satisfied with
the possession? Alas, alas, the poem
graphically describes his case when it
.says:

Drank early, deeply drank,

Aye, in five minutes after I
give up my soul, for the world, I may
have to part with the world, and what
kind of a title do you call that?

‘In courts of law, if you want to get
a man off a property, .you must serve
upon him a writ of ejectment, giving
hira a certain time to vacate the
premises, but when death comes to
us and serves a writ of ejectment, he
does not give us one second of fore-
warning.

SHOCKING ACCIDENT

On the Canada Eastern Railway,

Brakeman Oliver Foreman Instantly Killed,
and Conductor Crookshank
Seriously Injured.

(Fredericton Herald, 21st.)
A shocking accident, causing the
death of Brakeman Oliver Foreman
of Gibson and serious injury to Con-

ductor Andrew Crookshank of this
city, occurred at McNamee Siding,
seven miles west of Doaktown, on the
Canada. Eastern railway, between ten
and eleven o’clock this morning. Fore-
man and Crookshank were part of the
crew of the regular freight train
which left this city for Chatham at
six o’clock.

‘Full panrticulars of the accident have
not yet been received by the railway
authorities at Gibson, but from reports
1o hand it appears that the two men
came in contact with a box car stand-
ing on the siding, while they were
leaning forward from the side door
of the van, and holding on with one
hand. The. first report that reached
the city was to the effect that the

| train had jumped the track, but on

enquiry it was learned that such was
not the case.

The freight was moving at a fair
rate of speed at the time, and the un-
fortunate men, it seems, failed to mo-
tice the box car until it came into vio-
lept contact with their heads. Fore-
man - was - killed almost instantly,
while Crookshank was severely bruis-
ed and cut about the head and face.

The men were placed in the van
and the train was rushed through to
Doaktown, where Dr. Wier, the resi-
dent physician, was soon in attend-
ance. He made Crookshank as com-
fortable as possible, and afterwards
notificd his" relatives here of the ac-
cident. . Although his injuries are of
a very serious nature, it is thoyght
thdat the conductor has a fair chance
for recovery.

Dr. Weir, who is also a coroner, em-
pannelled a jury, and will hold an in-
quest on the body of Foreman,

From later information to hand it
appears that. Crookshank and Fore-
man ware leaning out of the side door
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of the van watching a parcel which
they had thrown off at the siding.

"While their atteﬂtlon was thus taken’

up, the train a car loaded with
telephone poles projecting from the
siding, and boih men were struck by
it with terrible force before they had
time to draw.their heads in.

Foreman was about twenty-five
years of agb and unmarried. He be-
longed to Gibson, where a widowed
mother '‘and three sisters reside. The
remains will be brought to Gibson this
evening.

Mrs.: Crookshank, wife of the injured
man, and her brother, John R. Crook-
shank, went to Doaktown by the ex-
press this afternoon, in response to a
telegram informing them of the acci-
dent to their rela.tive.
