OTTAWA, Feb. 27.—As Fielding took 
his seat this afternoon he was greet­
ed with a round of applause from both 
sides of the house.

Before the orders of the day Mac- 
Lean of South York, Ontario, an in 
impassioned spech protested on Mani­
toba’s behalf against the threat of 
Laurier’s chief organ that the prairie 
province would be financially punished 
in connection with- the autonomy act 
for its manly stand on behalf of pro­
vincial rights. MacLean hit Laurier so 
keenly that the first minister Jumped 
to his feet, repudiated all responsibil­
ity for what the Quebec papers print­
ed, denied that the government had 
any intention of interfering with the 
school lands of Manitoba, and in heated 
terms swatted MacLean on both cheeks 
for his audacity in bringing up this 
Question at this stage of the house pro­
ceedings. It was not such a speech as 
might be expected under ordinary cir­
cumstances from a premier, but there 
is some excuse for Laurler’s heat Just 
now, when even the Toronto Globe is 
kicking and Sifton is sulking. Mac- 
Lean replied to Laurier in kind, re-, 
marking in effect that before another 
fortnight had pased the premier would 
take the direct oppqslte of his stand 
today regarding provincial school 
rights.

Guthrie of South Ontario came to 
Laurler’s defence, accusing MacLean 
of want of courtesy, in not notifying 
Sifton he had intended to bring up this 
question, to which MacLean retorted 
that it was the paid business of min­
isters of the crown to be in their seats, 
and that it was not the duty of pri­
vate members to scour the earth’s sur­
face in search of wandering portfolio 
holders.

Lefurgey, of P. Ж Island, drew at­
tention to the fact that in the han­
dling of island mails the department 
had so utterly failed that the work 
was now being done in business inter­
ests by private hands. The post­
master general not being In his place, 
Emmerson and Brodeur made some 
feeble explanations, the former an­
nouncing amid loud applause applause 
that the Nova Scotia snow blockade 
had been finally raised and that by the 
assistance of the I. C. R. plant, the 
D. A. Railway was now open. Le­
furgey remarked that all this was good 
news, but it wae no, answer to his 
question regarding the condition of 
affairs In P. И. Island.

Replying to Haggart, Laurier said 
the autonomy bill was in the printers’ 
hands and might be ready today or 
tomorrow.

The house then took up the consider­
ation of private bills and later on no­
tices of motion.

The house adjourned at six o'clock 
until tomorrow afternoon, to give con­
servatives an opportunity to attend a 
reception held by their ladles at the 
Russell House tonight, and to enable 
the premier to have a business-like 
talk with Sifton and others over the 
autonomy bill’s controversial features.

HARNESSING THE GRAND FALLS.
In an interview at Montreal Wednes­

day, Premier Tweedie is reported to 
have made an announcement regarding 
the harnessing of the Grand Falls.

New York capitalists have already 
made a deposit of $40,000 as a guarantee 
of their good faith that in the near fu­
ture they will put in an electric plant 
that will eventually lead to an expendi­
ture of $4,000,000 or $6,000,000.

The construction of a large pulp mill 
is also comprised in this Grand Faille 
enterprise, and Hon. Mr. Tweedie says 
they will be able to generate 40,000 
horse power, and supply the city of St. 
John and all the intervening towns with 
light.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie says the project is 
quite feasible and will no doubt be car­
ried out.

The premier also announced that his 
province had just received the first coal 
royalties ever paid into the provincial, 
treasury and he felt greatly encour­
aged at the prospect of revenue from 
this source.

\Little Yarmouth Brig Arrived at Bar­

NEW YORK, Feb. 27.—John Hender­
son, employed on the New York Her­
ald for 35 years as compositor, fore­
man and night editor, died of pneu­
monia at his home in Toronto on Sun­
day. Mr. Henderson belonged to the 
old school of newspaper men who be­
gan at the. printer’s case and acquired 
a practical knowledge of his profes­
sion, step by step. He was born qt 
Mlramichi, N. B., on March 4, 1839, and 
began work as a printer on the Chat­
ham Gleaner when twelve jears old. 
He worked as a printer in various 
Canadian cities and came to New York 
and began work in the composing 
room of the Herald in 1860. He was 
soon promoted to the position of fore­
man, and for many years the reputa­
tion of Jack Henderson as a make-up 
man was known from Boston to San 

In this position he worked 
nearly twenty years, when he was 
made night editor. The Herald was 
for several years deeply interested in 
building up Its foreign service. As 
night editor Mr. Henderson exhibited 
the same energy and aptitude he had 
shown as foreman in the composing 
room. He was night editor of the 
Herald until 1896, when falling health 
compelled him to retire from active 
work on a pension. Since then he 
has Uv*d most of his time in Canada.
