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SACKVILLE BOUND SCHOONER |
REPORTED LOST WITH CREW

British Vessel laura C.
Hall Seen Scudding To-
ward Dangerous Shoals

- Off Nantucket.

'Ca‘pt. Buck of Dorchester
Rescued by Revenue
Cutter--Barges Missing
With Seven Men.

Vineyard Haven, Mass, Dec. 18.—
The probable loss with all hands of
the two masted British schooner
Laura C, Hall. during the blizzard
of Friday morning, was reporied here
today by Captain Carter, of the
schooner Jesse Hart 2nd, which ar-
rived here in tow of the revenue cut-
ter Acushnet, disabled by the storm.
It is possible that the Hall, which
was bound from Port Reading for
Sackville, N. B. may have survived
the gale, but it is Captain Carter's
belief that she is wrecked on or near
Greatround Shoal, in Nantucket Sound

The Jesse Hart was badly hattered
when she arrived here today. The
fore gaff was broken, she was leaking
badly, most of her sails were torn,
some almost into shreds, and ice still
clung to some parts. Capt. Carter's
vesgel was towed by the Acushnet
from Greatpoint, Nantucket, where he
had anchored her Thursday night, af-
ter running back from the northerly
end of Pollock Rip Slue. He reports
that Friday morning the loockout of
the Hart saw a two masted schooner
deeply laden, break away from her
anchorage a mile north of them and
sweep past them headed for Great-
round shoal., She was the Laura C.
Hall, he believed.

With only a jib set, the schooner
was seen to scud about a mile south
of them when she disappeared. Her
way lay over jutting sand shoals and
rips which abound east of Nantucket
Island and over the Nantucket south
shoals, Even should she have succeed-
ed in clearing these, Capt. Carter
thinks her chances cf living in the
heavy sea raging outside, were slight.

Another vessel arviving here today,
with a tale of storm damage, was the
schooner J. Manchester Haynes, Tam-
pa for Boston.Her figurehead had been
washed away, ihe flying jib torn to rib-
bons and the vessel was strained and
leaking badly.

One Barge Recovered.

Ilighland Light, Mass., Dec. 18—The
barge Binghamton, of the Erie Rail-
road Company, which was lost with
two other barges off Nausett in Thurs-
day night's blizzard, was found off
the lower end of Cape Cod today by
the tug Underwriter, of Boston. The
tug passed in by the Highland Light
today signalling the identity of the
barge which she had in tow as the
Binghampton and that Capt. J. E.
Nickerson, of Dennisport and his crew
of three men are safe. The Under-
writer continued on her way to Bos-
ton where she is expected to arrive
some time after midnight.

No trace was found of either of the
other two missing barges, the Scran-
ton, which with the Binghampton, was
in tow of tug Margaret, and bound
with coal from New York to Boston,
and & barge of the Consolidation Coal
Company, of Baltimore, which was Jost
from the tow of three barges of the
tug Cumberland, also carrying coal,
end from Baltimore to Boston.

The tugs puffed along the Cape
Cod coast during the day working
gradually out to sea, but it is believed
they will have to go still farther off
shore to find the barges, if they sur-
vived Thursday and Kriday's storm.
The finding today of the barg Bing-
hampton has renewed hope that the
two barges still missing may be found
gnd that their crew of seven men are
safe,

N. B, Men Rescued.

Boston, Dec, 17.—Ending a three
days’ crulse, of succor to distressed
mariners in storm-tumbled seas un-
flergoing experiences seldqm equal-
led in the annals of the United States
yevenue cutter service, the cutter
Gresham arrived here today.

In_ his efforts to undo the havoe
of Thars night’s storm, Captain
R. H. Uborkoth and his bluejackets
had rescued  the crews of the two
sunken schooners Abbie G. Cole and
8. A. Fownes, who were aboard the
Gresham when she arrived today,
had saved the abandoned schooner
Stephen G, Loud, which she had towed
for twenty four hours, and had res-
cued the schoner N. E. Ayer, and its
crew, bringing them safely into port
yesterday at Provincetowm. The
only loss of life in all the Grasham's
crulse was on the schooner Loud, the
mascot of which a pig, was the only
living thing on the vessel after it
was abandoned by its crew., The
pig was found in the Loud's hold to-
day drowned.

GRAHAME-WHITE
FALLS 70 FEET
IN AEROPLANE

English Aviator Suffers Mishap
In Attempt To Win Prize For
Channel Flight—Hurts Not
Serious.

COMPETITOR FLIES
INTO BELGIUM

Dover, Eng., Dec. 18.—Claude Gra-
hame-White, the English aviator, who
recently won the international avia-
tion cup at Belmont Park, had a‘nar-
row escape from serious injury today,
As it was, his machine was wrecked
and he was badly cut about the face,
A large number of aviators have been
waiting here for the past fortnight fo
compete for the prize of $20,000 of-
fered by Baren De Forest for the
longest Hight across the English Chan-
nel in 1910, the flight to be made by
an Englishman in an English built
machine,

Grahame-White this morning ascend-
ed for a trial flight in a strong wind.
His machine soon began to reck and
he was unable to restore its equili-
brium. It turned over and plunged
to the ground, and was completely
wrecked. The aviator fortunately, fell
a little to one side, It was thought
at first that he had suffered concussion
of the brain, as he was unconscious,
but he soon recovered crngciousness,
and it was found that he qad received
nothing more than some bad cuts
about the face. It is expected that he
will be about again within a week

He has ordered another bl-plane of
the Wright type from Bristol and will
make ancther attempt to win the prize.

A second competitor for the prize,
Sopwith, fared better than Grahame-
White. He left East Church, Sheppy
Island, at 8.15 o'clock in the morning,
crossed from Dover to Calais and de-
scended at Beaumont, Belgium, a dis-
tance of 174 miles.

In his trial for the flight Grahame-
White had descended to within 100
feet of the ground when his inachine
began to waver. His actual tfall pro-
bably did not exceed 70 feet. Sop-
with completed his flight of 174 miles
just under three and one-half hours.
Thisg is the first time that a British
built aeroplane has crossed ihe Chan-
nel, and in addition, it is a record
fiight for distanee under the conditions
prevailing. No tugs or other craft fol-
lowed the aviator on his flight from
Dover to Calais and no other precau-
tions were taken against accident,

Farman Fails To Win Cup.

Etampes, France, Dec. 18.-—Henry
Farman, competing for the Michelin
Cup today, made a remarkable flight
of eight hours, 13 minutes. Owing to
a flerce north wind, however, his pro-
gress was slow, and he covered only
kilometres (287 miles), against
465 kilometres made by Maurice Tab-
utean on Oct, 28 in a similar competi-
tion.

Farman, deceived by the applause
of the spectators, believed that he had
beaten the distance recoprd, and de-
gcended.
