The Season was Unusually
Depressing—Poverty on the
Increase in London, Accord-
ing to the Times.

London, Dec, 30.—Certainly, so far
as externals go, Knglend in general
1nd London in particular has had the
Jloomiest and most depressing Christ-
mas week. From out of a leaden sky
thete steamed an incessant rain. All
over the country there blew a gale
which was the cause of many wrecks.
There was no big disaster, certainly
such as 80 frequently has marked
Christmas week, but theré was a re-
markable number of minor calami-
ties from one end of the country to
the other. Four persons were killed
at a fire {n Dalham, and four children
were killed at Dundee. A boy accl
dentally shot his sister dead under
the mistletoe, in Yorkshire, and Aviat-
or Petre was killed, and other items
of similar melancholy import might
be culled from the attenuated papers
that have been published the past
week. s

Fortunately there were no papgrs
on Christmas Day to spread the tid-
ings of floods, wrecks and deaths,

Times’ Gloomy Talk.

The English people for weeks have
been invited to rejoice at their boom-
ing trade and great prosperity. They
have been constantly told that 1912
has been a year of unparalleled pros-
perity, but the Times, in keeping avith
the Christmas gloom, selects the great
annual holiday, Boxing Day, the day
after Christmas, to print a complete
page dealing with the condition of
London’s legal poor, and showing the
immense increase in  pauperism,
which as the paper confesses in an
editorial I8 “dismal reading.”

The figures show that the poorlaw
guardians on De ember 14 were pro-
viding for 110,292 persoums, represent-
ing & ratio of 244 per thousand of
population. The Times attributes a
great part of the increase of paupers
to labor disputes.

(OF WHALER IN ARCTIC

CREW

Scottish Whalers See Their
Prize Snatched from Them
and Crushed to Pulp Be-
tween Two Huge lcebergs.

e

Over 50 whaling ships will have now
anchored in Scottish ports after a
strenuous six months’ fight with
whales and walrusses in the Arctic
circle, Anxiety has been felt for more
than onme Dundee whaler this sea<on
for it is known that unucually severe
conditions .have prevailed in the far
north, and the whalers have come in
contact with icebergs in a lower lati-
tude than has been experienced for
Some Yyears.

“This has been a rough eeason,”
stated the mate of a whaler who re-
turned to the Scottish port a few days
ago. “We went up the coast of Green.
land to Baftin Bay and passed Cum-
berland Gulf, where they say the Dun-
dee ketch Sediulsante went down. It
was towards the end of June that we
sighted our first whale, but this was
lost to us, being crushed between two
fcebergs. We had chased him for sev-
eral miles in the small boat, and were
wondering where he had got when we
saw him spouting a few hundred
yards off. As we pulled towards him
he disappeared, but came into view
again as the waves rose and fell, show-
ing his back like a rock in the sea.
We reckoned he was about 80 feet or
90 feet long. The harpooner got ready
as we slid near him, and he was fived
with a good stroke, After that there
was work to do.

Fighting For Life.
“For nearly an hour that boatload

been threading his way among these
white ghosts of the Arctic. When
the whale had somewhat exhausted
itself and ceased to lash the water
into foam the cord attached to the
harpoon was pulled in little by little
and rolled up. In a few moments
the enormous animal appeared on
the surface again not far from the
boat, and the whalers were preparing
for the last act in the drama when
suddenly the whale glided off agaln,
making straight for the narrow pas.
sage between the two icebergs. The
boat was being dragged behind, and,
to the horror of the whalers, they
saw that the swell on the ocean was
bringing the two icebergs together.
Already the whale had entered the
narrowing opening between the two
masses of ice.

Ground Whale to Pulp.

“With a sweep of the axe one of
the crew severed the rope, and m-
mediately every oar was in the water
to stop the speed of the boat. They
managed it in time. The two ice-
bergs crashed together with a tre-
mendous nolse, smashing the whale
to a pulp, and sending showers of
spray and small particles of ice over
the sea. One of the whalers was cut
in the hand by a fragment. And the
whale was lost.”

Many of the whalers employ Eski-
mos to hunt with them and many of
these dwellers of the North speak Eng-
lish fairly well. They get certain parts
of the catch as their share of the
chase, and they wait {impatiently
every summer for the ships coming
from the South, for the sailors bring
them presents of tobacco and other
trinkets every year. All along the
coasts from Greenland to Alaska the
natives wait for the summer months,
which bring the Scottish walrus hunt-
ers. Each man has a gun, and they
