Up the Bay of Fundy, too, the light­
house department has done a great 
deal of work this year to provide bet­
ter aids to navigation. A new light­
house has been established at Salmon 
River, and a bell buoy has been placed 
near

for the erection of a lighthouse at 
Martins Head, which will prove of 
great help to coasters and other ves­
sels plying the bay. At Cape Enrage 
reefs, always considered a dangerous 
part of the upper Bay of Fundy, the 
department has placed a bell buoy.

River Improvements.

Many Improvements have been made 
In the aids to navigation tn the Bay of 
Fundy this year, and a good deal of 
important work is now in progress. 
Among the latest improvements which 
have been decided on by the Marine 
Department is that of installing a 
flash light on Brier Island on the 
Nova Scotia side. The work will be 
proceeded with at once.

On Gannet Rock, which has the most 
powerful light north of New York, the 
•lighthouse department has made ex­
tensive 
Around the 
fog alarm buildings a concrete walk 
has been built to protect the struc­
tures from the inroads of the sea. 
■which has sometimes in heavy gales 
done considerable damage. The con­
crete wall wbioh replaces an old wood­
en wall has been raised three feet 
above the level of the lighthouse plat­
form. On the south end on the fog 
alarm building, where the heaviest 
eeas break, the concrete wall has been 
built up from the rock as high as the 
roof. A high concrete wall has also 
been built on the northwest side of the 
fog alarm building. In former years in 
very’ heavy gales the seas have broken 
through the end of the building, but 
the department believes that, the con­
crete wall will in future effectually 
prevent any further damage from the 
inroads of the sea. The concrete wall 
will last for centuries, whereas the life 
of the wooden walls was usually only 
«bout ten years.

Accorlng to Information received by 
local shipping agents the Shipping
