He spoke, the correspondent re­
lates, “In words of moot wrathful con­
tempt of that people In the east (the 
Roumanians) who had thought to 
stick a dagger in the back of our 
ally.”

ALLIES BRING GREECE 
TO TERMS IT UST

AH Greek» are to be Withdrawn from Thessaly, According to " 
Demands of Ultimatum Delivered Yesterday After­
noon. \

DEMANDS FOR REPARATION FOR EVENTS OF DEC 
1 AND 2, WHEN FIGHTING TOOK PLACE BE- 
TWEEN ENTENTE LANDING FORCES AND THE 
GREEK TROOPS ARE TO BE FORMULATED 
LATER.

Pari», Dec. 15—A despatch to the Havas News Agency from Ita 
correspondent at Piraeus, Greece, dated yesterday, says:

“The note of the Allied powers to the Greek 
handed thle afternoon to Foreign Mlnleter Zaiacoetae.

King Constantine nor the Greek government has sufficient authority 
over the Greek army to prevent Its becoming a menace to the 
and security of the Allied armies In Macedonia.

Removal of Troops.
