by right of conquest—the claim to share
in the present settlement of and future
working and development of the admin-
. istration of the territories, and pointing
out that the territories of Wady Halfs
and Suakin may be most eflectively ad-
ministered in ¢>rjanction with the re-
conquered provinces, the convention
ploceeds as follows:—

«Jt is hereby declared and azreed be-
tween the undersigned, daly suthor-
ised, that the word “Soudan” in this

reement means all the terri:
tories somth of the 22nd  parallel
of latitnie which bave never been
evacnated by the KEgyptian troops
since 1882, or which, having been ad-
ministered by the kbedive government
prior to the late rebellion, were tempor-
arily lozt to Egypt and have been recon-
quered by toe British and Egyptian
governments acting in concert, or which
may hereafter be reconquered by the
two governments scting in concert.

The British and Egyptisn flags shall
be used together on both land and water
thronghout the Soudan, except in Sua-
kin, where the Egyptian flag alone shall
be ueed.

The supreme military and eivil com-
meand in the Soudan shall be vested in
one officer, termed the governor general,
appointed b; Khedival decree, with the
eopgent of Great Britain and to be re-
moved only by Kbedival decree with

~ the conser ¢ of Great Britain. .

The vext clause gives the governor
geners] abeo:ute power fo make, altér or
abrogate by proclamstion, lawe, orders
or regulations for the government of the
Soudan and for the regulation, holding,
dispossl and devolution of property o!
every kind situate in the Soudan; but all

the Khedival couneil.

No Egyptian law, decree or enactment
hereafter made or promuigated,is to
«apply to any part of the 8o an save b
ml-mmon of the governor genera.
‘Regarding the conditions under which
Europeans shall be permitted to trade,
reside or hold property {in’ the Soudan,
the convention says:—

“No special privileges shall be ac-
.eorded the subjects of one or more

wers. Import duties shall not be

vied on g from Egyptian territory,
bat they sball be leviable on goods from
elsewhere. ln the case of goods enter-
ing the Soudan at Buakin or any other
Red Sea port the duties muet not exceed
the amount leviable upon foreign goods
entering Euv. Duties may be levied
upon goode les the Soudan, the
rates to be preseribed by proclamstiin.”

The convention provides that the jar-
isdiction of the mixed tribunals shall
apply to no part of the Soudan except
Suakin, and the whole Soudan shall re-
main under martisl law until the gover-
nor general proclaims otherwise. No
conanlar agents shall be accredited to or
allowed to reside in the BSoudan
without the previous oonsent of
Great Britain the importation or ex-
portation of slaves is absolutely
prohibited; and special attention is to be
paid to the enforcement of the Brussels
sctof July 2, 1890, in respect to the im-
port, eale and manufactare of firearms,
munitions and distilled or spirituous
