The initial move was
made some time .ago by the Southwestern
fPassenger Association and it has been re-
ceived with so much favor that a committeo
has been appointed by the two trunk line
associations and the Central Traffic Asso-
ciation to canvass the situation in their terri-
tory. All requests for passes have beon
pigeonholed yntil December 15. The plan is
to place all favors upon the. basis of ons
cent per mile.

St. John's, Nfld., Nov. 28-+A fierce blizzard
is sweeping the country today. Snow drifts
bleck all the trains and the storm Xkeeps all
shipping /in' the hapbors. It is fcared that
considerable injury will be done awmong the
vessols of the fishing fleet, A number of
steamers now. due to arrive from various
points may meet with accidents while sailing
craft are in danger of being driven ashore.

St. John's harbor is filled with fishing ves-
sels which made this port for shelter. It
will be a Wwild night and a long record of
disasters is possible tomorrow.

Reports from Nova Scotia indicate that the
gale has not yet reached its climax.

hearty coopersition. The earnest workers
wiio so nobly and lovingiy give their hives
to . promote the welfure of others; give
far wore than though they had simply
madde gifts of money, so those who can-
not aftord to @ve largely need not feel
discouraged on that account. = After ali,
sympathy and good-will may be a greater
foree than weaith, and we can all ex-
tend to others a kindly feeting and court-
cous consideration, that will make Lie
swicoter and better. Y
