DEFENCE THAT WHITE
WAS BUT FINANCING
COMPANY’S BUSINESS

(Continued from page 1.)
away behind. He would show, however,
that he had not gone far enough back.

Mr. McKeown then defined forgery,
saying there can be no crime without an
evil intent. With reference to. the first
three counts in the indictment the de-
fence hoped to prove these were regular
and bona fide money orders.. With re-
gard to the others they were written fool-
ishly perhaps, not for defendant’s benefit,
but simply to finance the company and
enable it to do business in this city.

He - continued: “We will be able to
show that when White took charge of
the company’s business its finances were
absolutely rotten.” .

Mr. McKeown said he had made appli-
cation to the company to be allowed to
see their books but not until the solicitor-
general had intervened had he been able
to get them and then only the Friday be-
fore the court opened. “They all seemed
to be in the same box” he went on, “‘from
the general manager down to the team-
ster; everybody was helping everybody
else out.”

White, he said, had known before tak-
ing charge that something was wrong but
he had no idea of the huge mountain of
indebtedness in the office. The defence,
he said, would not be lengthy but he
hoped to show that instead of White sin-
ning against the company, he had been
grossly misrepresented and sinned against.

Christopher White, the defendant’s
father, was first called and gave evidence
of the state of his gon’s health when he
went away in March. He said he was
very sick and it was by his advice he was
going.

‘White on the Stand.

The defendant was then called
to the stand. He said he had
been about six years in the

compeny’s office. He described his duties
and cflice hours. When he took over the
dvtaes of cashier from S. A. Payne, he
give him a transfer sheet. He did not
examine the sheet nor haa he seen it
since. The defendant was aware there
were back reports in the office, but did not
7now how many. nor for what amount.
When Payne went away he left about $100
in bills and $200 in silver in the office.

A bundle of reports sent by the defend-
ant to the head office of the company were
precuced. The first of these was dated
Jan, 9. The first item was $135.40 credit-
ed to H. Horton & Sons.

The witness produced a check for this
amount, which he had procured from Mr.
Horton, This check was endorsed by S.
A. Payne. There was amother amount of
$134.13. There was a check for this amount
also produced, endorsed by S. A, Payne.
In the same report $82.04 is credited to H.
Hammond. This money, the witness said,
he had himself received and given to
Payne. I

On Jan. 10 a report was sent in on
which the following sums appear: Me-
Robbie Shoe Compamy, $183.32; W. F.
Hatheway, $125.76; W. -Turpin, $337.01;
MecLaughlin Carriage Company, $14.64, and
Louis Green, $191.13. It was shown from
the collector’s books that these sums had
been handed in to Mr. Payne between
Dec. 22 and Jan. 3.

As it was 10 o’clock the court adjourned
till 9.30 this morning.

UNIVERSITY

OF NEW

BRUNSWICK’S MOST
' SUCCESSFUL YEAR

The Largest Graduating élé_nss in Its Hiétory Turned Out
Yesterday—Many Receive Engineering Degrees—Stand-

ing of the Students—Scholarly Addresses Delivered.

Fredericton May 31—The library of the |
University of New Brunswick never held
a larger or more briliant gathering than
that whick assembled this afternoon to
witness the annual encoenial exercises.

The weather here had been cold and
wet for upwards of a week previous to
yesterday but the college closing - always
seemed to be favored by the elements and
today was no exception. The weather
conditions were certainly ideal and the
hundreds of people who wended their way
to' College Hill must have enjoyed the
bright sunshine, the wonderful panoramic
view and the rich intellectual treat af-
forded them.

The exercises commenced at 2.30 o’clock
and lasted a little more than two hours.
Chancellor Harrison presided miost ac-
ceptably in the absence of the lieutemant-
governor and among others on the plat-
form were Premier Tweedie Dr. Inch,
Dr. H. S. Bridges, Dr. MacLaren, Hon.
G. F.'Hill, B. C. Foster, Dr. Scott, Dr.
Bailey, J. D. Hazen, Inspector Bridges,
J. D. Phinney, Dr. Atherton and many
others.

Three-fourths of those who_composed
the audience belonged to the fair sex and
their pretty summer costumes lent a dash
of color to the scene. .

While all the addresses were of a high
order that of Prof. Duff both in matter
and delivery perhaps excelled the others
and called forth much favorable comment.

The graduating class this year numbers
thirty, which is the largest in the his-
tory of the institution. Fourteen of the
number took the degree of Bachelor of
Engineering, while three of the graduates
in arts are young women.

Degrees Conferred.

Chancellor Harrison conferred the de-
greds and when he had finished the pleas-
ant task he briefly addressed the class,
expressing the hope that they “.rould wak
in the way of the Lord and strive to live
honorable and useful lives. He also al-
luded in feeling terms to the recent death
of old friends of the university, Rev.
Canon Roberts and Rev. Dean P_artndge.

A pleasant feature in connection \Vlt}l
the gathering was the presence of Prof.
Roberts and Bliss - Carman, who came
from New York to receive the honorary
degree of Duector of Laws for their alma
mater, which is proud to number thein
among it most distinguished graduates.
It is neediess to say they were accorded
a grand ovation by the students. .

S. W. Kain, of St. John, who rgcelved
the degree of M. A., was also heartily ap-

lauded.
pAt the conclusion of Prof. Duff’s ad-
dress Dr. Scott, who is leaving the uni-
versity to become inspector of schools for
Calgary, was called to .the platform and.
presented with a flattering address accom-
panied by a gold-headed cane. C. Walter
Clarke, president of the debating society,
made the presentation on behalf of the
undergraduates and Dr. Scott made a
suitable reply.

Chancellor Hdrrison made formal an-
nouncement of the appointment of Prof.

Dr. Duff was complimented on
his excellent oration.

Prof. McDonald’s Address.

The address in praise of the founders
was delivered by Prof. Stewart McDonald
lfh, D., who took as his theme The Poli:
tical Responsibilities of Educated Men,
N{r. McDonald said in part: Two widely
differing ideals of life offer themselves to
the educated man. He may, with the Epi-
cureans, stand aside from life's struggle,
pla_ymg the role of spectator, inactive ami
indifferent, careful not to imperil his
peace of mind by being caught in the
whirlpools and eddies of real living. Or
he may, with Matthew Arnold, consider
culture not merely as the endeavor to see
and learn truth and justice, but as the
cndea,vo.r to make them prevail. Both
these views of life have their advocates.
Thg intellectual KEpicurean justifies his
attitude by a perversion of the half-truth
t‘hat knowledge is an end in itself the
fittest end for a rational being like ’man
The other view is based upon a belief
that each must bear the other’s burdens:
that a man is his brother’s keeper; thu’t
of him to whom much is given ’much
shall be required.

Today said the speaker, “I shall praise
our founders by urging upon you the
adoption of the latter of these ideals, I
sha_]l_ speak briefly of the political respon-
sibility of educated men, and endeavor to
show that the obligation not merely to
understand truth and justice, but to make
them prevail is more binding now than
at any other time during the past hun-
(}red years. I shall rest my case on the
tm’-L that your entrance into real life. is
coincident with the initiation of a move-
ment which promises to change the whole
fabric of society. OMighty forces are at
work which will issue in good or evil ac-
cording as they are controlled by the
honest and intelligent by the well-mean-
ing, but incompetent, or by the fanatic,
by the genius of the yellow press, the
man with the muck-rake. That changes
of great moment are impending is mani-
fest to every close observer of current
events. The press everywhere reports
signs of serious disturbance and a spirit
of growing discontent. The magazines
have uncovered ‘the shame of the cities,’
and are now unmasking, with a dangerous
intemperance ‘the treason of the senate.
W. R. Hearst is threatening capitalism
with an assertion by the people of their
right of eminent domain.
Jack London avow their aim to be the
toppling over of the 'whole social edifice;
and even_President Roosevelt has startled
us with an ultra-socialistic advocacy of a
progressive tax on large fortunes. Though
not due solely to a spread of socialism,
the spirit of unrest is taking shape mainly
as a radical and socialist wave. The Lon-
don correspondent of one of our large
dailies is of the opinion that ‘the next
great fight in this  country (England)
should be a fight between socialism and
the existing order of things’; and a writer
in the North American Review sees ‘Joom-
ing like a mighty storm-cloud, in every
civilized nation, the socialist movement.” ”

“That there are real grievances behind
the spirit of unrest no impartial observer
can doubt. Unbiased investigations fur-
nish the appalling facts. Booth tells us
that ‘from twenty-five to thirty per cent
of the town population of the United
Kingdom are living in poverty.” Robert
Hunter estimates the number in the
United States at upwards of 12,000,000.
And Mr. Spahr concludes, that ‘seven-

eighths of the families j the United

‘ .
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States hold but one-eighth of the national
wealth, while not one per cent of the re-
maining families hold more than the re-
maining 99 per cent.” Thousands of chil-
dren under fifteen are toiling in mines
and workshops, and 5,000,000 women in
the United States must work to live, half
of them in the demoralizing atmosphere
of the mill and factory.

“Dominating our whole industrial life
is a greed of gain, a consuming desixje for
profits, which has lowered the estimate
placed on the value of human beings. The
manufacturer and the landlord oppose
sanitation on the ground of cost. The
result is that this year in New York city
alone from 20,000 to 25,000 will die be-
cause perfect sanitary measures have not
been put Into effect; 10,000,000 Americans
now living will die of tuberculosis because
lackk of means makes prevention impos-
sible. Many of the deaths will mean the
loss of a family breadwinner, and the
sinking into pauperism of those whom,
in the bitter words of the wage-earner,
death has been unkind enough to spare.
The railways, too, will add to their list
of killed and maimed employes. And in
their treatment of the traveling public
they will not forget that ‘it costs $6,400
to kill a passenger and $32,000, or five
ness agent of Butchers’ Union No. 174,
whose office is at 243 Kast Eighty-fourth
street. Mr. Christian is a German sausage
maker and learned his trade abroad. He
says:—

“I am not surprised that the president’s
commissioners were shocked at what they
found in this city. Speaking as one who
knows the secrets of the packing business,
there is no great difference between the
conditions here amd those in ‘Packing-
town. DBoiled hams are injected with
chemical preservatives just as they are in
Chicago. Formaldehyde and all the rest
of the embalming fluids are used. Meat
that cannot be used for any other purpose
is put into sausages.

“T can name several establishments
where there are no sewer comnections and
where cesspools have to answer as recep-
tacles for the refuse of the slaughter
houses and packing plants. Rats infest
these places to such an extent that it is
simply impossible to cleanse the work-
benches in the morning and so no attempt
is made to do so.

“In the places where frankfurters are
made, that kind of sausage which is so
largely consumed at Coney Island, a state
of affairs exists that is worse than all the
others. Even the kosher shops are as bad
as the rest. I have frequently notified the
board of health of the condition in these
places, but I can see no good results from
whatever inspection that department may
lhave made.” -

Upton Sinclair, whose agitation of stock
yard conditions has been mainly respon-I
sible for the present investigation, said'
that he knew of the visit of Messrs. Neill
and Reynolds to this city, but he declined
to enter into any discussion of the condi-
tions they found in New York.

Mr. Sinclair last night eent a letter to
James W. Wadsworth, chairman of the
house committee on agriculture, the irony
of which is apparent. After stating that
e had learned of the stand taken agaimst |
the Beveridge meat inspection bill by Mr.
Wadsworth, Mr. Sinclair says, in part:—

“You are a practical stock man and
dealer and have made a careful investiga-
tion in the Chicago stock yards, and found
conditions to be just what they should be.
Accordingly you intend to stop the precipi-}
tate course of the bill and have justice
done to all. This seems to be an admir- |
able view to take, and I write to express
my cordial agreement with it. At a time
when we ave told that statesmen seldom
act upon their convietions, but allow
themeelves to be influenced by ulterior mo-
tives, your course will stand out conspic-
uously.

“The president sent two representatives
to make investigations of the conditions
in the Chicago stock yarde; their report
to him is certainly at his own disposal,!
but he would undoubtedly not object to
their appearing. before a congressional
committee and submitting to an examina- |
tion by both sides. |

*“The need of information upon the sub-
ject is so great as to stir to action any
one who realizes it. Take your own case,
for instance, as a practical stock dealer
and farmer. Ae a part of your business
you naturally know all about cattle and
i the eelling of cattle, You know how sel-
dom they get discases, and how slight is
"the effect of their diseases upon the value
of their flesh as food; you know also the
promptness with which a farmer would de-
stroy an animal, should it become dan-
gerous to the health of anyone on the
other side of the world who might chance
to eat it. You know how indignantly he,
would reject the advances of a Beef Trust
agemt who should propose to buy it from |
him and take it to Chicago”

weight of their writers’ testimony should |
it be needed to prove the truth of the|
statements he has made concerning the |
horrible conditions in Packingtown. Among
these letters is ome from the Rev. Arte-
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pastor of Mr. Armour’s church. -After
stating some of his experiences in the
stock yards district, Mr. Haynes says:—

“It is time to speak out. I have been
in many ways closer to the eheer deviltry
of the thing than even yourself, and I can
bear testimony to the truth of your por-
trayal. Men who deny it are liars. Men
who do mot know should keep quiet.”

F. M. Cassidy, an officer of the Switch-
men’s Union of North America, writes:
“I am willing to swear that you have not
exaggerated the conditions which existed
when I was employed in the Beef Trust
packing houses.”

Mr. Sinclair® replied to the statements
that his disclosures were made on the evi-
dence of discharged employes of the Beef
Trust by saying:—

“All I ask is that the report of the
president’s commission be made public.
That will tell whether what I say comes
from reliable sources or not.”
